MINUTES OF THE ORDINARY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING held on 14th January 2015 had been circulated. Cllr Mrs P Warren proposed and seconded by Cllr Mr M Hadley and it was AGREED that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting be signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

PROGRESS REPORTS
a. Police update (2856a) – PC Tony Carter had submitted a report which was read to the council, a letter had been received from Mike Richardson asking what can be done to reduce the speeding on the B4090 in Bradley Green, the Clerk was asked to investigate.
b. Replacing the Millennium Oak Trees to celebrate the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee (2856b). The Clerk had ordered the trees, wire fencing and nails and on three Saturdays – the 21st February and 7th and 28th March the planting would be carried out, there is still one more remaining to plant.
c. New Homes Bonus (NHB) (2856c) – 2 Defibrillators for the Village - an application has been made to WDC for funding which was approved, the Clerk has discovered that the British Heart Foundation and the West Midlands Ambulance Service can supply these at a cost of £400 each and will start the application process, the cost of the cabinets is additional. Councillor Mr M Broomfield offered to make an additional contribution towards these.
d. Dispute with HPC and the residents of the track off Church Road (2856d) – A letter was received from Roger Pask on behalf of the residents, the dispute is continuing and solicitors have been engaged by both parties.
e. Pumping station trees (2856e) – Severn Trent have replanted the two oak trees.
f. Overgrown trees in Dark Lane (2856f) – David Hunter, Senior Highways Engineer together with Fred Walker and the Clerk inspected the trees. David Hunter agreed to provide support to cut back the trees and undergrowth and to contact the Landowners.
g. To discuss possible future of the Bird in Hand (2856g) – nothing to report, there is however, a rumour that a planning application for houses is being submitted.
h. Airband sustainability issues (2856H) Philippa Blackburn from Airband replied that there were instances in December when the Service wend down, but since then there have only been 1 in January and 1 in February.
