PROGRESS REPORTS
a. Speeding in the parish (2640a) –The council considered if the VAS was still required in Bradley Green; the Clerk produced the results of a questionnaire which had been inserted into the Chronicle to establish the wishes of the residents in Bradley Green – the result was 8 for the VAS and 8 against, in view of the result the chairman asked the councillors to vote to decide the outcome; a majority of 4 to 1 voted against the VAS, it was therefore AGREED that the VAS should not be reinstated.
b. Police update (2640b) – CSO Jenny Hawkins sent a report which was read out.
c. Flooding in Stock & Bradley Green (2640c) –Tony Jones (WDC) had completed the grant application to the Environmental Agency which was accepted and the 7 properties affected in S&B were being informed that a consultant would contact them to assess what remedial action could be taken. 
d. Parish boundary anomalies (2640d) - Nothing to report.
e. To discuss the current situation of Bradley Green Church (2640e) – The Church Wardens reported that a letter would be sent to all the residents of S&B asking for donations.
f. High Speed Broadband (2640f) – Airband has been selected, a meeting with residents had been arranged for 27th February in the village hall; Feckenham would go online first followed by S&B.
g. New ways of sharing information with the village (2640g) – The Clerk will start to populate the site in time for a demonstration at the Parish meeting.
h. Replacing the Millennium Oak Trees to celebrate the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee (2640h) – The Clerk established that the cost of wire to replace the existing fencing which had been damaged by animals would be in the region of £400, The Astwood Bank Scouts had offered to help with a working party, a request would be put in the Chronicle asking for volunteers to help with the planting, the clerk to ask Wade Muggleton WCC when planting could commence.
i. Severn Trent landscaping around pumping station (2640g) – this has been completed.

j. New Homes Bonus (2643) – Applications had been received from Sarah Bufton, Landlady at the Bird in Hand for £6,000, and for extending the Village Hall car park and providing a picnic area. The council is granted £822 p.a. for 6 years making a total of £4,932, however, if this total is requested in one year it will be progressively reduced by up to 5% to allow for additional interest payments. It was agreed to add this to the agenda of the Parish meeting for more suggestions and further discussion. Additionally, following a request from Mrs M Fish; Cllr Mrs M Shepherd proposed, seconded by Cllr Mrs L Smith and it was AGREED to contact Tom Manders to repair and varnish the notice boards. 
k. Overgrown verge/bushes/hedges/trees in Dark Lane (2649) – The clerk was asked to contact Mr Roy Fullee, WCC.
