Red Lion, Droitwich Road, Bradley Green, Redditch, B96 6RP  Received Date: 24/01/13 

Demolition of existing public house and erection of Rural Assisted Living Retirement Complex with boundary wall and secure entrance gates, comprising 24 apartments and communal facilities. Erection of 4 two bedroom bungalows and 3 one bedroom bungalows. Conversion of outbuilding to 2 one bedroom residential units.

There was a qualified approval from the PC but with the following clarifications, the council also felt that as this is a large and extensive application (for S&B) that the requirement to reply to the planning department by the 5th April was too short:

· It is a difficult situation; the site has been closed for approx. 2 years so that almost any development is welcomed.

· The PC does acknowledge that there is and will be an increasing demand for this type of accommodation. 

· Should the footprint of the apartment block be so large? i.e. 3 times the Red Lion?

· From Priest Bridge to the other end of Church Road, Bradley Green there are approx. 72 properties this development will increase this by another 32 residencies. 

· As the applicants have not answered all initial planning department questions the council felt that the application needed considerably more information and detail as to the size and position of the apartments and bungalows i.e. there were no internal plans submitted for the apartment block which should also take into consideration age related regulations such as the Quality Care Standards.

· The apartments and bungalows would be for leasehold sale but there was no guarantee as to who could buy, resell or rent out the properties. i.e. residents must be 60+ years.

· There is no pedestrian access (footpath) from Church Road to the site and if there were to be social activities being held at the site this would be required.

· There were insufficient parking spaces provided.

· Should the PC also consider the possible plans of Redditch Town Council, as there is still land allocated for development on the other side of Church Road?

· If the PC were to produce a Neighbourhood Plan under the recent National Planning Policy Framework would this have any effect on this application?

· Would this application set a precedent for other future applications i.e. more infilling?

· This would also add to the flooding issues for this site, also one of the drainage outlets from the existing site leads directly into a ditch flying horse lane with no apparent treatment.

· As this is a retirement complex should additional attention be given to possible power outages?

· Should “affordable housing” also be a consideration for this application?

· The council felt a hedge in front of the fence would be more in keeping with the environment.
