Road surface at Stoney Ley. Email from Gerry Brienza reads as follows:
‘Stoney Ley - I have had a chat with an officer from maintenance about this. He doesn’t think that trying to flatten out the surface will work. The answer would be to dig out and re-surface, however, this will be costly and maintenance would not countenance this work unless it was really necessary. Having seen the road I don't think that it is yet at the stage where works are essential’.

Mr Nick Newell stated that he had heard in connection with the proposed housing development that part of Farmer Nott’s field off Church lane and opposite his property was now being considered for housing.  He was extremely concerned by the possible implications of this and asked for clarification.  The Chairman confirmed that the availability of land in this area had been questioned by a member of the public during the most recent Wolverley Homes meeting and that a member of Wolverley homes had agreed to talk to Mr Nott to clarify the position.  The Chairman expressed the his view that Mr Newell was reading too much into the situation and that what he envisaged was in any case most unlikely.
