Playing Fields: On the School Field behind the village hall two tyre ruts required attention and an old wooden picnic table was to be removed.  Clerk to get prices for a replacement.

The Clerk was also to contact Ross Loader to add more wood chippings to the base of the climbing frame and to trim the lower branches of the silver birches by the war memorial.  When the weather allowed the seating by the memorial was to be treated.
