i. Councillors Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary Interests and Other Disclosable Interests regarding items on the agenda: There were none.

iii. To consider written requests from councillors for the council to grant a dispensation for those with Disclosable Interests to take part in discussions or voting.  (Written requests to be with the clerk at least 4 clear days prior to a meeting.): There were none.
Adjournment for a presentation by Mr Marcus Little from Pridays Mill Developments Ltd regarding a proposed development of 30 houses in Drake Street. 
Mr Little distributed outline plans for the site and gave an overview of the proposed development.  He confirmed that he had yet to consult MHDC planning officers but planned to distribute a consultation document locally in the near future.  Councillors expressed concerns over flooding issues and the fact that the site was well outside the current settlement boundary.  Mr Little agreed to address these issues and would forward flooding and highway reports to the Clerk

Minutes
To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting held on 20th May: These were accepted as an accurate record and they were signed by the Chairman.

Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes
i. The Clerk reported that he had received about a dozen responses to the request to join a Neighbourhood Planning Group.  A meeting was to be arranged at the beginning of July.

ii. The markings on the playground and disabled bay had been refreshed and a new basketball court marked out for the school on the car park.  The management of the new court was to be the responsibility of the school.

iii. New yellow line parking restrictions had been completed outside the village hall.  It was generally considered these were more expansive than required and would be closely monitored.

iv. A letter had been distributed to all residents regarding the unofficial housing needs survey.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Roger Cousins reported that 25,000wheelie bins had been delivered for recycling and 764 properties were being assisted with their collection.  It was clear that the quantity of recycled waste had increased and he hope figures would become available.  MHDC were looking at roling out the scheme to other properties such as flats etc..  He confirmed that the move to wheelie bins guaranteed weekly black bag refuse collections for the next five years.
County Cllr. Tom Wells agreed that the yellow lines outside the hall probably covered a wider area than necessary, however once the legal process had started it proved impossible to alter the scope of the restrictions.  He also reported that MHDC had lost a planning appeal concerning a development that was contrary to the emerging local plan since the inspectorate decided that the District had no valid 5 year land supply.  More appeals were to be expected.

Playing Fields: More wood chips had been put down on the play area and levelled by the handyman.  A new drain cover had been fitted in Spitalfields.  Vertidraining had been completed.  Part of the fence by the post office had broken, but it was not considered necessary to replace it.  The Clerk was to enquire whether MHDC contracted out hedge cutting.
