Site visit arranged with Roy Fullee on 13th February 2013 to discuss:

· Turning out of Aldington onto Offenham Road. Several suggestions will be provided as concerns about access especially turning right onto Offenham Road-Await report from Highways. Awaiting full report on solutions. Email from Highways advising that there is no appropriate solution for the junction. Site visit arranged to re-assess.

· Flooding on Birmingham Road at Midgely Dene. Highways to ask for drainage inspection and road surface inspection.-Await report. Chase. Works job created for work to be carried out.

· Drains. To be assessed. Assessment scheduled on next round.
