	Progress Report on Matters Arising
Matters Arising from 19th December 2012.

Item13- Lengthsman requested to provide quotation for clearing The Furrows footpath and asked to clear path at Sherwood Cottage, Aldington. ARA advised of action. Chase. Quotation received, on agenda for discussion. Email from Worcs Footpath Officer confirming that work could be carried out by them. Inspection to be carried out. Chased. Grass cutting due to take place w/c 10th June 2013. Work completed.

Site visit arranged with Roy Fullee on 13th February 2013 to discuss:

· Turning out of Aldington onto Offenham Road. Several suggestions will be provided as concerns about access especially turning right onto Offenham Road-Await report from Highways. Awaiting full report on solutions. Email from Highways advising that there is no appropriate solution for the junction. Site visit arranged to re-assess. Further update from Highways with suggestions presented to Cllr Adams for comment. Cllr Adams to arrange site visit.

Details forwarded to RH regarding Aldington litter pick and possibility in Badsey. Agenda 20th March 2013. Letters sent 23rd March 2013 to village youth organisations asking for involvement in project at end of April 2013. Response from Scout confirming interest in project. RH to liaise with Scouts and Guides re project. Contact made with guides and scouts by RH. Litter pick equipment reserved. Scouts asked to clear Horsebridge play area. Guides confirmed date as 18th September 2013. Kit ordered. PC to pay deposit of £50 to release equipment which will be returned after date.

Lengthsman requested to assess clearing of debris at Recreation Ground. Site visit carried out 4th April 2013.

Quote to be provided for meeting on 15th May 2013. Work due early June 2013. Work completed.

Emails sent to school, guides and scouts. Clerk obtaining a price for canes and tools. Responses received from all groups confirming their attendance for planting. Pc approved.

Item 11b- Green Leys footpath-DMMO. Residents statements and maps have been returned. Aerial photos and old photos have been received. Notice served. Application sent off. Acknowledgement received and request to confirm proposed path. Clerk signed and returned.

Item 11c- Bench- Chapel Street. Quote requested from RB James to slab under bench. Requested. Quote received of approx. £220 to be discussed on 17/07/13. Lengthsman to spray/strim under bench. Work completed.
