Note (a) Discussion re 13/00579/S73

The application was discussed at length and the following points being made:

· The chairman read out an objection to the application made by the owner of the adjacent nursery on the grounds that the proposed footpath is on her land. The chair had visited her and confirmed this to be correct.

· A new entrance to the site had been opened up opposite the garage.
· The chairman reported that the foundations appear to be higher than in the original plans

Following further discussion Mr Tasker proposed a site visit with MHDC and the developers to clarify concerns regarding the accuracy of the plans and the building work taking place. The proposal was carried, 3 votes for, 2 against and 2 abstentions.
Mr Husband proposed that the application be refused, seconded by Mrs Cooke. The proposal was rejected 3 votes for, 4 against.

It was decided that the parish council respond to the application as follows:
· The District Council are requested to check the spot heights of the damp proof courses being built as they do not correspond to the plan provided.

· The Parish Council have concerns regarding the footpath as it appears no permission for use of the land has been agreed with the owner.
· Requesting that MHDC planning convene a site meeting to be attended by the developers and representatives of the parish council to discuss the accuracy of the plans.

It was also agreed that the chairman write to WCC Highways, drawing attention to the opening of the additional entrance to the Bank House site, to be copied to MHDC planning and District Councillors.

7 Neighbourhood Planning Group report
Mrs Cooke reported that the group are awaiting a response from MHDC and are currently designing a questionnaire, which will be delivered to every home in the parish and also be available on the website.
Mr Sharp noted that a change in central Government attitude towards significant gaps meant that they were more likely to be challenged. Mrs Cooke made the point that this increased the importance of developing a neighbourhood plan, though Ms Hall referred to a training session she had attended where the message had been that the purpose of neighbourhood plans was to deliver and shape planning development, not prevent it.
