Public Participation.

Residents at Taberness Close have recently been experiencing problems with the current repairs being done to the sewage pumping station. Up to 9 tankers a day are visiting the site removing sewage, causing noise, environmental and light pollution, making life very unpleasant for those affected particularly during the current hot weather.
Two letters were received by the Parish Council from Mr & Mrs Lippitt and Mr McCowen asking for its support in getting this problem solved as soon as possible. 

In addition, a copy of a letter sent from Mr & Mrs Hill addressed to Mr A P Wray Chief Executive at Severn Trent was received and noted.
The Parish Council promised to write immediately to reinforce the concerns raised by those present.

In addition, Cllr. Norris agreed to write on his and his neighbours behalf of the sewer problems they are experiencing  down at Church Lane.

Mr Keith Brooks asked for an update on the road repair request (5669278) at the bottom of Weston Hill. The Clerk had received a reply from Highways stating ‘will be added to list and will be considered when funds become available’. This was referred to County Councillor Grove to see if he could help with this matter.

District Council report to Broadwas & Cotheridge Parish Council for June2013

Activity report

Both of your District Councillors have taken the opportunity to have some holiday in June; Paul took a week away at the beginning of the month to join his wife in the Dordogne and, shortly after his return, Roger set off to France for a fortnight’s break with his wife too.

Atthis month’s meeting of the Worcestershire Hub Management Board Paul was asked to take on chairmanship of the Board – a challenging role in this period of major change but he takes over at a time when the Hub performance is beginning to turn around.

Planning
A criticism of the recent BBC2 series ‘The Planners’ was that not until the eighth and final episode did the programme makers introduce the concept that local Members and Development Control Committees did not always have the final say when refusing an application. And so it has proved in the case of the CALA Homes application to build either 28 or 31 houses on a paddock in Claphill Lane, Rushwick.  Although the site is in the SWDP, Paul & Roger – reflecting the views of both the Parish Council and the residents’ group – had strongly opposed both applications on grounds of density, housing mix and design and in their support, Northern Area Development Control Committee had unanimously rejected both applications. However, a 3-day Planning Inspector appeal has resulted in the District Council not only losing both appeals but also having full costs of c£67K being awarded against it.  Claphill Lane is the first in a series of appeals where developers are using the ‘window’ before the SWDP comes into effect, and this is a heavy defeat for the authority. During the ‘interregnum’, developers can rely on the NPPF and in this case the Inspector found that while the proposals would ‘do harm’ to the environment, this harm was outweighed by the need to build houses. So serious is this case viewed, that Paul has been asked to write formally to Harriett Baldwin MP to enable her to raise the issue with the appropriate minister.

A Ward meeting was held in Lower Broadheath village hall at the end of the monthattended by representatives of all three Parish Councils – Broadwas & Cotheridge, Lower Broadheath and Rushwick. Hallam Land Management presented their proposed ‘master-plan’ for the Temple Laugherne urban extension and a good, constructive question and answer session followed. Generally, Parish Councillors appeared fairly satisfied with the proposals for the 975-houses, employment land and community facilities and it’s now expected that HLM will submit their outline planning application to MHDCin a couple of months. HLM undertook to circulate a hard copy of their plans to the Parish Councilswithin a few weeks.

Other District Council matters
At present, MHDC, Worcester and Wychavon operate a South Worcestershire Revenue & Benefits Shared Service, based in Pershore – dealing with Council Tax and Business rate collection, Housing and Council Tax benefits. This highly successful partnership will face enormous challenges and potential job losses with the arrival of the government’s ‘Universal Credit’ scheme – to be administered by the DWP – in a couple of years. Proposals to enter into a public private partnership, following a 6-month feasibility study with which Paul has had some involvement, are coming before all three Councils. If agreed, the partnership could save considerable sums of money for the three authorities and bring the possibility of generating new streams of income for them.
