82/13 Interests

83/13 Reports from other representatives
To receive reports from County and District Councillors, Malvern Hills Conservators, Tree and Footpaths Wardens and other representatives: 
District Cllr. Julian Roskams reported that the Revenues and Benefits section of MHDC was to be outsourced to Centrica.  He also mentioned that plans were in place for wheelie bin collections to be timed to avoid rush hour.
County Cllr. John Raine offered to provide financial support out of his funding allocation to address highways issues.  It was agreed to meet at 7.30 pm on Monday 22nd July to walk the parish and identify areas for action. 
Chris Rouse (Malvern Hills Conservators) enquired over progress concerning the village hall freehold.  The Clerk was to write to the Diocese and Registrar requesting progress or a refund of monies already paid. 

84/13 Minutes
To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting:  The minutes of the meeting held on 10th June were approved and signed by the Chairman.

85/13 Progress Reports and other matters arising from the minutes
Highways:  The Clerk reported that many of the yellow lines in the parish had been repainted.  This was probably due to the introduction of traffic wardens in the autumn.  He had also requested a speed check by the local policing team be conducted in the Noble View area.

87/13 Playing Fields
To report progress on installation of new equipment for the play area and maintenance of current equipment: The Clerk was still awaiting the legal agreement from MHDC regarding funding for the new train.  In the mean time he had met with the contractor who would install it.

The Clerk reported that the floor had been replaced in the monkey house and the zip wire chain cover had been adapted.  It was not considered financially viable to refit the safety tiles and the Clerk was to source a suitable substance to fill in the joints.

88/13	 Allotments & Community Woodland
The Clerk reported on the allotment inspection.  Only one plot was overgrown and efforts were being made to contact the holder.  Several other plot holders had been contacted reminding them of their obligation to keep paths cut and clear.

A small section of the woodland and a section of fencing had been damaged by a herd of cattle.  The Clerk hoped that a replacement post would be sufficient to make the fence secure again.
The 5m section of the metal fence bordering the start of the track down to the Outdoor Centre was in poor condition and would need to be replaced in the winter once the overgrowth had died back. 

89/13 Highways & Footpaths
The Clerk had circulated the results of the speed survey on West Malvern Road between the junctions with Harcourt Road and Brockhill Road.  Although there were some instances of excessive speed the average was around 30mph.  WCC had not indicated whether any further action was likely.

90/13 Gas Lamps
i To review annual maintenance work by Sight Design:  An invoice detailing maintenance work had been received and this was approved.  The reliability of the lamps was much improved and the current maintenance schedule was considered adequate.
ii. To consider purchase of Mk3 Control Pack: This was approved and would allow the main internal mechanism of a faulty lamp to be replaced immediately and put back into service.
