ALLEGED SPEEDING ON ALCESTER ROAD


It was generally agreed that the open meeting that had been held on 7th May to 
discuss this problem had worked very well and had defused the the situation quite a 
bit.  The presence of Inspector Sharron Cannings and Cllr Kit Taylor had helped as 
they were able to answer some of the parishioners questions.  Cllrs Spencer and Orr-
Cooper reported that they had been thanked by parishioners who found the meeting 
helpful 
and John Tilt reported that he had had very positive feedback from the 
meeting.  Inspector Cannings said the Safer Roads Partnership could not do anything 
until the speed limit problem is sorted out.  Cllr Kit Taylor agreed to speak to Richard 
Clewer about this.  It was agreed that in the meantime the hiring of flashing VA signs 
would 
be investigated and also the purchase of solar powered signs.  It was also 
agreed to write to the County Council  to enquire about whether some form of chicane 
in the most dangerous spots could be a possibility and to inform the County Council 
that we are not making decisions we are passing on parishioners views. Resolved.
