RESURFACING ENTRANCE PATH TO PENMANOR PLAYING FIELDS

After discussion it was agreed to pursue the dropped kerb with the Council.  The idea 
of using the scrapings off the top of new tarmac on highways was also highlighted as 
this had been used very successfully on the path at the side of the Village Hall.  It 
was agreed to contact Richard Clewer at the Highways Department of County 
Council to enquire about any highway repairs due to take place locally in the near 
future.  It was agreed that a certain amount of preparation work would have to take 
place and Cllr David Clifford agreed to speak to Pete Davis to see if he could help.

ALLEGED SPEEDING ON ALCESTER ROAD

It was confirmed that speed tapes had been put down on Alcester Road near to the 
Village Hall the outcome of which was not known at this point.  It was also confirmed 
that until the police had investigated and set the speed limit on this stretch of road 
there was little anyone could do.  Cllr Jon Prescott had received a letter from Sajid 
Javid asking for a progress report following the open meeting held on the 7th May and 
Cllr Prescott had replied telling him the same.  Resolved.

NOTICE BOARD FOR VILLAGE HALL

It was agreed to enquire from Phil Babb what timber his quote had allowed for as this 
board needed to be constructed in a hardwood like oak.  Resolved.
9.
DODFORD WITH GRAFTON PARISH COUNCIL ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

This meeting was attended by Cllr William Taylor.  Mr Bill Longmore the Police & 
Crime Commissioner for West Mercia was the main speaker.  He told the meeting 
that his role was purely to make sure that the police were doing their job properly.  He 
agreed that the number of police stations had been reduced but 49 had been saved 
by using financial reserves.   The rehabilitation of prisoners was being concentrated 
on to save money and an idea had been suggested that perhaps offenders could go 
round to schools to dissuade youngsters from a life of crime.  A saving of £21m 
has 
to be made therefore an alliance with Warwickshire police force is being discussed.  
The police are trying to maintain response times and all police officers on 
the beat 
are being issued with tablets so they do not need to go back to the station to 
write up their reports.  They are hoping in the future to rely on special constables and 
neighbourhood watch schemes for more community involvement.  Street Pastors 
appeared to be doing a good job on the city and town streets at night enhancing 
services to victims and vulnerable people.

In view of the parking problems on this day it was agreed 
to write to the to see if the placing of the traffic bollards on Finstall Road could be 
included in their Hiring Terms.  Resolved.   It was also noted that letters had gone 
out to residents of Walnut Lane telling them that the road would be closed from 
11.00a.m. To 11.30a.m. but was still closed at 11.45 and the marshalls were quite 
angry that cars should want to get out.  It was agreed that the Parish Council should 
be notified in future if a road is to be closed and that the timings need to more 
accurate.

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Resolved to contact the County Council to ask if these bins could be filled with grit to 
make them stable.

Cllr Hewer asked if the District Council could be contacted to query the advertising of 
the road closure for the carol service in both local papers as this is very expensive 
and residents in Finstall do not receive a copy of the Advertiser. Resolved.
