Letter received from David Kelly to say this application is still under consideration and may be dealt with through enforcement process rather than planning and that he is aware of complex planning history. Noted.
A letter had been received from BDC re Appleshaw Dusthouse Lane informing us that a certificate of lawful development was granted for the double garage on this site on 17th December 2012.  The plans are not public documents so do not appear on Public Access.  An email had been received explaining 'certificate of lawful development' which was still hard to understand, therefore it was Resolved to contact the planning department again and request more information on when these certificates can be applied for as opposed to full planning permission.
Invitation to comment on Ref: 13/0565 – Removal of the existing junction layout and implementation of a signal controlled junction and ancillary street furniture at Finstall Road/New Road/Stoke Road junction.  This change was outside the Finstall boundary and the Chairman had objected at an earlier meeting so it was agreed not to comment further.  Noted.
