Planning application No.13/0724 for conversion of squash court to granny annexe 
and household storage at Caspidge House, Pikes Pool Lane.  It was agreed that this 
was outside the Parish.  Noted.

Planning application No. 13/0595 for a single storey rear extension on 21 Penmanor. 
This site benefits from permitted development rights up to a depth of 3 metres.  The 
proposal is 4.3metres in depth and prior approval has been refused, so they need to 
formally apply for planning permission.  It was decided to keep this information for 
future reference.  Resolved.
