Cllr Knight explained the offer made by the site manager of DWH in some detail for the benefit of residents present.  The Chairman asked for feedback from those present in order for the PC to make an informed decision.  All those present approved acceptance of the offer with the exception of one resident.  Various discussions took place about what would be requested but it was generally considered that the village hall housed a number of organisations in the village so any improvement to the hall would benefit most people.  Cllr Knight agreed to discuss the options on offer to gain the best value for the village.  It was stressed that acceptance of this offer was not conditional on pledging support for the planning application due to be considered by WDC planning committee on the 15th August.
