He noted that MHDC had recently undertaken a litter pick and the Clerk was to thank Ron Evans, the Streets and Amenities Officer.

He confirmed that the SWDP was to be examined in October and hopefully formally adopted sometime next year.  Until then the District Council would have to deal with several contentious planning application appeals.

Following a query from a resident he was able to confirm that the wheelie bin recycling initiative would ensure a weekly black bag rubbish collection for at least four years. 

The 'Help for Heroes' event had raised £400.

Finally he was not aware of any complaints associated with the recent Steam Rally.
