To consider a proposal to jointly purchase a vehicle activated sign with Newland and Guarlford Parish Councils: This was agreed in principle and the respective costs and site positions were to be investigated prior to the next meeting.

VILLAGE SURVEY
To consider what action to take following a review of the recent survey responses: One of the major issues raised concerned traffic and particularly the congestion outside the school at afternoon collection.  The Clerk was to contact the local policing team to ask for a CSO to attend occasionally to try to persuade drivers to park considerately.  It was hoped they would be able to attend the next Parish Council meeting to advise on any further action necessary. 

Another issue was the lack of community spirit and it was agreed to encourage Madresfield Estate to maintain the fete they organised this summer in association with the primary school and local church.
The Clerk reported that he was waiting to hear back from WCC about the possibility of creating passing bays on Rectory Lane to help protect the verge from erosion.
