The letter from RPS reference JPW0098 dated 13.05.2013 states that " The provision of this new roundabout means that there is no longer any requirement for vehicles associated with Springhill Farm to use Salters Lane" Nothing could be further from the truth. The only traffic using the new roundabout will be accessing the Bio digester and the green houses. All traffic to Springhill Farm pack house will still travel down Salters Lane.
