Had a meeting with Tony Jones at Wychavon re progress on Monday 17th June.  Work is ongoing to raise finance to support the feasibility study and scheme (our NHB is part of the Partnership Funding). The work Wychavon is doing with County Highways and ourselves should mean that a submission to DEFRA will be made in September. The process is somewhat long winded but providing all goes according to plan and the funding for the final scheme is approved and funded the work decided upon should be undertaken in the 2015/16 financial year. WDC do not have any objections to us taking on Network Rail over the restrictions in the culvert near Bridge Street. The relief pipe on Allens emergency access can go ahead if they follow the WDC application procedure (TMN to discuss with the Estates Director at Allens)

The Council intend, not less than seven days from the date of this Notice (11th July), to make an Order to close that part of U47203 Blacksmiths Lane, Lower Moor, Hill & Moor, from its junction with U47202 Salters Lane for a distance of 80 metres in a westerly direction towards the junction with U47203 Manor Road in order to facilitate works for footway reconstruction and repairs to damaged kerb.
