EVG Liason Meeting

Roundabout still not adopted by WCC – minor modifications – White line next to kerbs required.

Landscaping – hedging to be planted late autumn, replacement Chestnut trees for those cut down will also be planted, discussions between EVG and WCC ongoing.

Fladbury PC have proposed a Jubilee Walk permissive footpath most of which is on EVG land this needs signing off by EVG and others.

Porters Path – despite a promise of reinstatement after roundabout finished this is still outstanding. Latest promise is that work to reinstate will be done in autumn. So concern raised about the extent of the work to be done, too good a job could result in an adverse effect on the provision of school bus services to Fladbury (the 2 mile rule).

The digester is completed and about to commence operation, the education centre is nearing completion. EVG are planning an open day later in the year for local residents to see the plant in operation.

Material for the digester grass 4 cuts per year Maize once per year. Some concerns raised over the vehicles bring the material to the site slowing traffic along A44. EVG will use lorries for the longer hauls weather conditions allowing.
