Public Forum
Members of the public raised the following points about application 4b. 
· Noise level is too high for neighbouring properties with clients arriving and leaving and the associated traffic together with clients using facilities in house and the caravans windows open.

· Caravan would be illuminated in evening causing issues for neighbours.

· Owner is already trading outside planning application and the changes would add to this.

Members of the public raised the following points about application 4c.

· Concerns about Highways as Offenham Road already has issues with traffic made worse by the Elm Road junction.
· Too much development in an area that already has plans for over 600 houses.

· Aldington residents are concerned that as a result of Highways issues, Aldington will become a rat run for cars to get to B4035 and beyond.

· Infrastructure will not cope with increase in vehicles around this area.

Members of the public raised the following points about application 4e.

· Measurements of proposed application are higher than a bungalow. Dormer window is at normal roof height.
· Common land will be used for driveway.

· Concerns that trees have already been removed and further will need to be.

· Lane is extremely narrow with parking already difficult. This will add to the congestion of this area.

· Gate is already at property although original application said ‘no gates’. The opening of gate will be difficult and cause issues with visilibilty.
· Proposed bungalow windows will be too close to adjacent properties.

Members of the public raised the following points about application 4f.

· Area already has issues with the sewers where sewerage goes into soakaway.

· Area runs down into Badsey Brook as this area already floods regularly.

· With the development at Banks Road ,there will be increased pressure on B4035 already before the traffic associated with this proposed development.

· There is no pavement along Bretforton Road giving concerns that residents and children would have to walk on road to get to school and other facilities. Even though there has been an addition to the application of a pathway for bus use. This will not improve this area.
· Outside local plan boundary/had been given assurances that Badsey would have no further developments after Banks Road. This would set a precedent for further development.

· There are concerns that there are already large numbers of properties for sale in Badsey including Brewers Lane even before Banks Road and this development. Continued concerns about the need for houses of this value in Badsey when verage earnings in Wychavon are £17k per annum.

· 2 other developments in proximity to this application fulfil the housing needs of the village. 

· Aerial photo on the application is out of date. It shows a nursery which was removed in 2005. The area is now open countryside which would be spoiled by this development.

· Issues with visibility coming from proposed development onto Bretforton Road. Traffic survey shows large number of vehicles using this road with an allowance of 5.5 seconds to cross this busy road.
· Infrastructure will not cope with increased vehicles.

· Updated layout means that development has become more dense.

· Wychavon have their five year land plan, therefore this development is not required.
