	PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT CONTROL:
a.          Previous planning applications

13/0279 Hill Farm, Northwood Lane

Installation of Foul and Surface Water Drainage, incorporating treatment plant to service 19 properties
Decision awaited
c.        Compliance Issues
Park Attwood Farm –  Conversion of former changing rooms.  Clerk  advised there had been no further news in respect of this.
Amenity/Storage Building to be used in conjunction with adjoining land use – Hollies Lane.

It was reported that local residents had very grave concerns about the playhouse on this site – as it was extremely high, and would seem to be unnecessary for the timber use of the land.

	Report from District Council Consultation Workshop 6pm-7pm  attended by Councillor Chris Grainger – How Savings can be made in current Financial constraints including shared working
Some of the areas where suggested savings could be made were:

Shared management posts (District / County) - £50,000 - £200,000 savings could be made
Public Toilets Maintenance and cleaning; - £100,000 savings could be made
Maintenance of chapel in the cemetery.

	Progress Reports on Outstanding Items
a) Highway matters –
Clerk to follow up the matter of flooding at Low Habberley again with David Hunter at the County Council 

Missing Barrier – Crundalls Lane

Lengthsman to replace at agreed cost, in addition to Lengthsman’s annual budget.
b) Councillor Grainger advised that the County Council Highways engineer had agreed to fill all potholes in Lightmarsh Lane, and to top dress it after Christmas.
c) Severn Trent 

Clerk to follow up recurrent water mains leaks on Shatterford Lane.  It had recently taken them over 30 hours to come out to a very bad leak.  It apparently had been intimated that new pumps starting up gave a shock wave through these pipes, and it is causing them to burst at a weak point – namely this main.

d) A meeting had taken place with a Severn Trent Officer from Leicester, David Hughes (David-facilities.Hughes@severntrent.co.uk) re Severn Trent Car Park – who agreed with suggestions made for improvements to the car park as per Councillor Carole Gammond’s plan and drawing.   This to be followed up with Severn Trent.
