· 2 Collection points for wheelie bins have not been addressed. In a good planning design wheelie bins are stored at the rear or within the curtilage of the properties.

· No information has been received regarding landscaping.

· Flooding issues at 11-13 because of hardstanding. Access pathway past 13 Oak Close would also have an effect on planting as well as flooding and increased noise. A further demonstration of poor design.

· There is still a disregard for existing residents and their privacy.

· Concerns about poor design as properties on Oak Close and Banks Road, whilst not guaranteed a Country view, the rear of their gardens would be adjacent to a car park
