	Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received and accepted from Councillors Gary Bailey, Steven Sumpter and Roger Heath.

MT proposed and PC seconded, with a unanimous vote in favour, to confirm the minutes of the meeting of 17th July 2013.

Matters Arising from 19th December 2012.

Site visit arranged with Roy Fullee on 13th February 2013 to discuss:

· Turning out of Aldington onto Offenham Road. Several suggestions will be provided as concerns about access especially turning right onto Offenham Road-Await report from Highways. Awaiting full report on solutions. Email from Highways advising that there is no appropriate solution for the junction. Site visit arranged to re-assess. Further update from Highways with suggestions presented to Cllr Adams for comment. Cllr Adams to arrange site visit. Site visit carried out on 19th August 2013 between GB, AE, Cllr Adams and Highways. Several suggestions agreed, Highways to cost options and look at feasibility and report to Cllr Adams. Mirror has been erected by Network Rail.

Matters arising from 20th February 2013.
Details forwarded to RH regarding Aldington litter pick and possibility in Badsey. Agenda 20th March 2013. Letters sent 23rd March 2013 to village youth organisations asking for involvement in project at end of April 2013. Response from Scout confirming interest in project. RH to liaise with Scouts and Guides re project. Contact made with guides and scouts by RH. Litter pick equipment reserved. Scouts asked to clear Horsebridge play area. Guides confirmed date as 18th September 2013. Kit ordered. PC to pay deposit of £50 to release equipment which will be returned after date. Matter closed as at 18th September 2013.

Matters Arising from 15th May 2013.

Item 15a- Enforcement requested to attend PC meeting. No response to date. Chased. No response. Matter closed.

Matters Arising from 17th June 2013.

Item 8a – Horsebridge Avenue Play Area- Confirmation sent to Rooftop of PC and Opportunity Vale of Evesham contributions and Remembrance hall Committee contacted. Rooftop emailed with proposal. Chased Rooftop who have confirmed submission to board on 17th July 2013 with Rooftop contributing £33k, PC £15k and £1k from Opportunity Vale of Evesham. Rooftop have agreed project. Open afternoon on Wednesday 4th September 2013. Residents invited. Youth bus will be on site. Cllrs to attend if possible.. Approx 40 residents attended as well as children. Youth bus was a great success. General feeling was positive with some very valid ideas and suggestions. Questionnaires completed. Wychavon now to compile a summary of comments and amend plan if necessary. Copy will then be forwarded to PC for approval. Letter received and forwarded to Wychavon to address H and S concerns and to Cllrs.
Item 11a- Woodland Trust free Trees- Clerk has requested quotes for watering from Pat Tustin and Lengthsman and for annual maintenance of hedge. Advert placed in Community News. Emails sent to school, guides and scouts. Clerk obtaining a price for canes and tools. Responses received from all groups confirming their attendance for planting. PC approved. Request submitted
Item 11b- Green Leys footpath-DMMO. Residents statements and maps have been returned. Aerial photos and old photos have been received. Notice served. Application sent off. Acknowledgement received and request to confirm proposed path. Clerk signed and returned. Chased 29th August 2013. Resident has emailed WCC re process. Process can take upto a year. Suggestion that alternative solution be found if possible.

Item 12b- PG agreed to obtain quotes for fencing at kickwall for next meeting. Planning confirmed max height of 2 metres. Resident advised. Site visits 19th July 2013. Planning have confirmed that height can be 4 metres if part of play equipment. Site visit with AE, GB and PG to look at trees, side of unit and bins. To be discussed at meeting on 18th September 2013.

Item 6e- Request for road classification. Supplied by Cllr Adams to MT. Matter closed.

Item 12c- Request RB James to concrete under bench at Chapel Street, Badsey. Work carried out. Matter closed.

District Councillor Report.

Cllr Jakeman advised that examination of SWDP would be concluded in October 2013. Wychavon are reasonably confident that it will be approved. Reminder to sign fair share petition by Friday 20th September 2013. There will be a neighbourhood plan meeting in October 2013. MT asked if the article in Journal relating to a 25% reduction in single persons allowance  in relation to council tax was true. No final decisions have been made about welfare as a whole.MC asked for the differences between Parish and Neighbourhood Plan. Neighbourhood Plan has a referendum on each section. More detail is required and it carries more weight. Take between 12/18 months to complete and can be costly to set up but grants are available to fund the process.
County Councillor Report.
Cllr Adams advised that resurfacing work in the area has now been completed with a cost of £1 million.
He provided an update on B4510 junction (see Clerk’s report).

Discussion regarding wheelie bin stickers to place with PG proposing that the stickers be obtained with 8 in favour and 1 against. MC asked if legal implications could be clarified.

Suggestion that special constables be used to carry out speed checks in Badsey. All in favour to ascertain from CSO any reports of speeding before instructing speed checks.

c. PG proposed with all in favour to provide a litter bin at kickwall.
