	The District Councillor advised that Councillor Broomfield is able to buy additional lengthsman time for the Parish.  His ‘gift’ could be funded from his County Councillor’s Allowance of £10,000 and would be made as a payment to the Parish Council who do not have to buy the hours in this financial year.

	The next meeting of the Waresley and Hartlebury liaision committee is scheduled for Thursday 11 July at 5.30pm at Wienerberger’s Waresley brickworks. NC will try to attend if free.

	Letter of complaint from Lorna Jones concerning commercial vans using the lane through Shooters Wood as the access route to Hartlebury Trading Estate with the ‘All Traffic Turn Right’ sign at the Crown Lane exit being frequently ignored. The letter also stated that supportive reponses to complaints have been received from the management of the trading estate and TNT.
The Parish Council is sympathetic and has requested an additional pictoral sign for Elmley Lane.  The width restriction does not prohibit all vehicles using the parish lanes for access (it is noted that Sat Nav’s are frequently to blame for directing traffic via these routes).  NC said that the landlord can contractually oblige lessees to access the estate without using the lanes as access.  Recent changes in the estate ownership and management does not help in maintaining a good relationship with neighbours.

	The District Councillor reported that planning enforcement officers will be attending a property at Foster Drive in order to follow up complaints about building works outside of approved working hours. (The property is located in Elmbridge.)

	AM reported that visibility is extremely poor at the junction of The Knoll onto the A442.  Trimming the hedge would make a considerable improvement to the situation but would not completely resolve the problem. NC suggested offering lengthsman assistance and JB agreed to speak to the property owner.
