Public Forum

Two representatives from Remembrance Hall committee attended to raise the issues of anti-social behaviour around the hall. It was agreed to:
· Email Police/CSO to highlight latest issues with fires in bins and other matters.

· Contact Community Safety Team @ Wychavon and the Community Neighbourhood Warden.

· Notice in Parish Magazine and shop asking residents to report all issues to Crimestoppers 101 and in an emergency 999.

· Email Heads at Blackminster and High School to request that CSO talks to students.

Three representatives attended from Badsey Society to further raise the request for storage at Hall. It was agreed that storage could be provided in side room in the first instance before considering an extension.  This solution was agreed between Badsey Society, Remembrance hall Committee and PC.

David Manning attended from Opportunity Vale of Evesham to explain how the service came about, its aims and the possible role of Badsey PC . Initially he asked for members of the PC to attend a stakeholder meeting in November to develop further the relationship and role of PC. It was agreed that a working party would be set up comprising of GH, MT and PC to attend meeting and report back to PC.

Matters Arising from 19th December 2012.

Site visit arranged with Roy Fullee on 13th February 2013 to discuss:

· Turning out of Aldington onto Offenham Road. Several suggestions will be provided as concerns about access especially turning right onto Offenham Road-Await report from Highways. Awaiting full report on solutions. Email from Highways advising that there is no appropriate solution for the junction. Site visit arranged to re-assess. Further update from Highways with suggestions presented to Cllr Adams for comment. Cllr Adams to arrange site visit. Site visit carried out on 19th August 2013 between GB, AE, Cllr Adams and Highways. Several suggestions agreed, Highways to cost options and look at feasibility and report to Cllr Adams. Mirror has been erected by Network Rail. Awaiting responses regarding other suggestions. Cllr Adams to continue with requests as Highways have advised that speed limits reductions are not to be considered.

Matters Arising from 17th June 2013.

Item 8a – Horsebridge Avenue Play Area- Confirmation sent to Rooftop of PC and Opportunity Vale of Evesham contributions and Remembrance hall Committee contacted. Rooftop emailed with proposal. Chased Rooftop who have confirmed submission to board on 17th July 2013 with Rooftop contributing £33k, PC £15k and £1k from Opportunity Vale of Evesham. Rooftop have agreed project. Open afternoon on Wednesday 4th September 2013. Residents invited. Youth bus will be on site. Cllrs to attend if possible. Approx 40 residents attended as well as children. Youth bus was a great success. General feeling was positive with some very valid ideas and suggestions. Questionnaires completed. Wychavon now to compile a summary of comments and amend plan if necessary. Copy will then be forwarded to PC for approval. Letter received and forwarded to Wychavon to address H and S concerns and to circulated to all Cllrs. Funding can be released to Wychavon when required. Meeting arranged for 17th October 2013 to further discuss plan.

Item 11a- Woodland Trust free Trees- Clerk has requested quotes for watering from Pat Tustin and Lengthsman and for annual maintenance of hedge. Advert placed in Community News. Emails sent to school, guides and scouts. Clerk obtaining a price for canes and tools. Responses received from all groups confirming their attendance for planting. PC approved. Request submitted. Trees are due for delivery 4th-8th November 2013. Clerk has contacted helpers to advise. Agendered to decide plan.

Item 11b- Green Leys footpath-DMMO. Residents statements and maps have been returned. Aerial photos and old photos have been received. Notice served. Application sent off. Acknowledgement received and request to confirm proposed path. Clerk signed and returned. Chased 29th August 2013. Resident has emailed WCC re process. Process can take upto a year. Suggestion that alternative solution be found if possible. Chased on 3rd October 2013. Worcs CC to chase resident for solution.

Item 12b- PG agreed to obtain quotes for fencing at kickwall for next meeting. Planning confirmed max height of 2 metres. Resident advised. Site visits 19th July 2013. Planning have confirmed that height can be 4 metres if part of play equipment. Site visit with AE, GB and PG to look at trees, side of unit and bins. To be discussed at meeting on 18th September 2013. Prices for fence, side to kickwall and removal and replanting of trees to obtained for agreement/discussion at October meeting.

Matters Arising from 18th September 2013.

Item 6- Request for wheelie bin stickers sent together with request regarding legal position. Email detailing legal position received to be discussed at October 2013 meeting for further decision.

Item 8c-Horsebridge kickwall- Site visit arranged for 23rd September 2013 to locate litter bin. Bin installed w/c 30th October 2013. Matter closed.

Item 11- Clerk has chased lengthsman to repair drain at play area in Recreation Ground. Matter closed.

Item 15b- Aldington- Email sent to arrange discussion with Highways about the feasibility of VAS use in Aldington. Awaiting response. Chased.

Item 17- Clerk met with Highways at Midgeley Dene on 20th September 2013 to look at signage into Badsey from Blackminster. It was agreed to extend 40mph to 30mph at entrance to Badsey and remove small section of national speed limit in between. Speed survey to be carried out and consultation to commence.

District Councillor Report.
Cllr Jakeman sent the following report:
1.  Banks Road Planning deferred, as the Planning Committee requested alterations to the layout and design of the properties.  Bungalows should be included in this development.
 

2.  Due to Government support being reduced, for the Council Tax Support Scheme, there is a shortfall in the order of £700,000 per year.  We have carried out a consultation where the majority were in favour, that all working-age claimants should pay a minimum of 20% towards their Council Tax bill.  Further recommendations that we cease back-dating claims and also second adult rebate.  We are setting aside £50,000 per year to target those who are in most need.  The full document is on the Wychavon website and is open for further consultation.
