Meeting closed for Open Forum

1. Planning Application 13/00738/OUT – Land off Hop Pole Green
The chairman reported that he had attended the NADCC and spoken, as had representatives of the residents and the developer. The proposed development was challenged on the following grounds:
· The properties proposed are not suited to the needs of local people

· The road is too narrow and has no turning circle

· The plots allocated to the affordable houses are too small

· There has been no consultation with the parish council or local residents

· What is the purpose of developing a Neighbourhood Plan if developers can go ahead as they are currently?
The application was deferred with the view taken that the developer and landowner should consult with the parish council and local residents.

Barbara Davies reported that the draft minutes from the NADCC meeting did not accurately reflect what had been said at the meeting. Firstly, they stated that the applicants should consult the parish council, where they should have referred to consultation with the local residents and parish council. Secondly, the second paragraph appears to relate to material not discussed during the meeting, and hence should be removed from the minutes.
The chairman confirmed that he would contact Anthony Warburton and David Hughes regarding the accuracy of the minutes.

Hilary Thompson expressed concern that talks with the developer should not slip from opposing development of the site completely to assuming development will take place and seeking to make the best of it. She confirmed that the residents group would continue to oppose all development. The chairman stated that it was important that the parish council take part in any discussions in order to ensure that the plan does not go ahead in its current form. 

Mr Sharp confirmed that if the developers requested a meeting with the parish council it would be an open meeting at which residents would be able to speak.
2. Planning application 13/00952/OUT – Land at Kiln Lane

Les Williamson expressed concern that if MHDC planning department do not make a decision within the next two weeks, CALA Homes could potentially push for an appeal on the grounds of non-determination. He requested that if there are any further discussions with CALA Homes that they should be in an open meeting. 

The chairman informed the meeting that he and John Sharp would be meeting with representatives from CALA Homes on Friday 25th. He stated that the approach taken would be to listen to what CALA have to say and make it clear that they need to consult the residents before going any further.
