Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes:
Following consultations with councillors, the Clerk had requested to WCC that the bus stop post and sign for the 377 service remain in place.  Its current position on Gloucester Road was considered more suitable than outside the post office.

Following a query last month from a resident the Clerk had arranged for the landscape officer to liaise with MHDC over a survey of the trees off Blandford Close. 
The response from WCC regarding residents' concerns over highways issues on Hook Bank had been circulated and checks were to be made on the number of LGVs passing through the area.  It was noted that there were signs directing Welland bound traffic via Hook Bank and their removal was to be requested.

The Clerk to contact Mr Ross Loader about the removal of the willows outside the village hall when he returned from holiday.

Preserving the war memorial bench was still to be undertaken.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Roger Cousins reported that the new recycling regime was progressing well.  The SWDP inspection was to take place at the beginning of October and the report received early next year with the hope that it could be adopted by the end of 2014. 

County Cllr. Tom Wells commented that he was investigating safety concerns from Castlemorton residents over the B438 from Welland to Rye Cross.  He was to arrange a meeting with WCC Highways and residents and would keep councillors informed.
