To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting of 16th September: These were accepted as an accurate record and they were signed by the Chairman.

Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes:
The Clerk was waiting to hear from Mr Ross Loader about the removal of the willows outside the village hall, but £150 was allocated to the project.

There had been no adverse comments to the proposals made last month regarding car boot sales.

Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.

District Cllr. Roger Cousins reported that the CAB offices were moving to new premises off Townsend Way.
He had also been contacted by a resident on Brookside about the possibility of lowering nearby hedges.  The Clerk was to view the area and contact Festival housing or the local landowner if appropriate.

The Green party members at MHDC had aligned themselves with UKIP members forming a group of nine.

The first examination of the SWDP had started and the report was expected at the end of the month.

Finally he reported that financial constraints on MHDC meant that some services were likely to be cut in the future and asked councillors to consider which, if any, services currently performed by MHDC could be undertaken by the Parish Council.
County Cllr. Tom Wells reported that there were two meetings planned with Castlemorton residents over safety issues on the B438 from Welland to Rye Cross, the first on 29th October and a further one with a representative from Highways on 4th November.

He confirmed that WCC was looking at a budget reduction of about £50m over the next two years and that local services were under threat.

He warned that a reduction in the passenger transport subsidy could threaten local bus routes and the Clerk was to write to the Head of Integrated Transport at WCC to get clarification.

The yearly budget increase for elderly care was of continuing concern.

Committee & Working Party Reports & Recommendations
i. Neighbourhood Planning Group: About 75 questionnaires had been completed following the drop in events and these were to be collated.  The group planned to recommend whether to proceed or not by the December Parish Council meeting. 
ii. Playing Fields: An inspection of the pitch had taken place on 26th September.  The report had made useful suggestions as to the yearly maintenance, but these practically could not be budgeted for until the loan payments (£3752.98 annually) for the village hall ceased in 2016.
