Matters Arising (Not already on Clerk’s Report and Agenda)

The village hall management committee had arranged a meeting on 10th October entitled ‘Natter and Nibbles’ in an effort to attract new business and to listen to residents suggestions for hosting future events. There was a good response and the committee plan to collate the results and report back at a later time.


One suggestion put forward was the introduction of short mat bowls, as this sport has proved a success at Broadheath village hall.


The village hall committee is to consider the viability of a similar project and report back to the Parish Council for discussion regarding funding.
                         Another suggestion was to install a telephone line at the village hall to enable the use of IT equipment, in particular to provide lessons for ‘silver surfers’.

Following County Councillor Grove’s response (13/105 minute entry) regarding the proposed footway at Cotheridge, the Parish Council were advised that should agreement be sought within two weeks of September’s meeting, work could be completed by the end of the year. With this in mind, a poll was conducted by email, the result of which was to go ahead and Councillor Grove was informed of our decision.


As promised at our last meeting, Councillor Grove had arranged a meeting at 2pm on 10th October with Robert Haynes, Traffic Management Advisor from West Mercia

                        Police in the village hall. In attendance were Councillors Winkworth, Tabberer, Downes and the Clerk.


The history of this problem and its continued concerns were relayed by the Parish Council to Mr Haynes which were duly noted.


Having been in this position for only a few months, he intends to report back to the Parish Council once he has had time to study relevant statistics and previous correspondence.

Once the fence along the Sling has been removed, a suitable area can been chosen for the bonfire. Council await a formal request from the PTA to stage the event.

                        rather than via the telephone call centre at Perrywood. This is 
                        a major strategic change driven by increasingly sophisticated 
                        technology.

This 3-day hearing at the 
                       County cricket ground in first week of October, examined the 
                       overall soundness of the plan and tested the appropriateness of

The Clerk has arranged for Simon Skeys (contractor who mows Broad Green) to mow the pitch area 2/3 days before a home match for the rest of the football season.

The existing contractor is aware of this agreement and has been asked to concentrate working on the perimeter of the pitch and playground area.

Public Participation.

Broadwas Pumping Station.

Mrs. E. Hill had been unable to attend last month’s meeting at which representatives from Severn Trent had visited.

She had already spoken to Gareth Mead from Severn Trent in order to promote a campaign throughout the village to raise awareness of problems caused by the disposal of unsuitable and non-degradable items into the sewage system. Gareth had promised to provide her with suitable promotional material that could be distributed throughout the village. This had not yet been received and the Clerk was asked to chase.
She thanked the Council and the Clerk for arranging a general tidy up at Taberness Close, however, the footway between the A44 and Brookfields needs clearing. The Clerk will arrange for this to be done.

Mr Kings had received advice of the planning applications direct from MHDC and asked to view these by hard copy. The Clerk was able to provide him with the said documents.

Mrs. R. Moffat had written a letter to the Clerk stating her disappointment of the removal of the telephone kiosk. She felt it ‘to be a loss to the character of the village, such items form the heritage of village life and now is another feature gone forever’ and that not enough notice had been given to interested parties back in 2008, when BT first advised that through lack of use , the kiosk would be removed. For the record, notices had been posted announcing the proposed removal of the kiosk on the inside and outside of it and on the public notice boards throughout both villages at that time to which the Clerk had received no response.

All three of these members of the public stressed the importance of the continued use of Footprints as a means of communication for elderly members of the community who for various reasons have no means of the use a computer.
