Matters Arising from 17th June 2013.

Item 8a – Horsebridge Avenue Play Area- Confirmation sent to Rooftop of PC and Opportunity Vale of Evesham contributions and Remembrance hall Committee contacted. Rooftop emailed with proposal. Chased Rooftop who have confirmed submission to board on 17th July 2013 with Rooftop contributing £33k, PC £15k and £1k from Opportunity Vale of Evesham. Rooftop have agreed project. Open afternoon on Wednesday 4th September 2013. Residents invited. Youth bus will be on site. Cllrs to attend if possible. Approx 40 residents attended as well as children. Youth bus was a great success. General feeling was positive with some very valid ideas and suggestions. Questionnaires completed. Wychavon now to compile a summary of comments and amend plan if necessary. Copy will then be forwarded to PC for approval. Letter received and forwarded to Wychavon to address H and S concerns and to circulated to all Cllrs. Funding can be released to Wychavon when required. PG agreed to obtain quotes for fencing at kickwall for next meeting. Planning confirmed max height of 2 metres. Resident advised. Site visits 19th July 2013. Planning have confirmed that height can be 4 metres if part of play equipment. Site visit with AE, GB and PG to look at trees, side of unit and bins. To be discussed at meeting on 18th September 2013. Bin installed.Prices for fence, side to kickwall and removal and replanting of trees to obtained for agreement/discussion at October meeting. Pricing of removal and replanting alongside deferred as both have been included in quotes from Wychavon for new play area to carry out as whole project.
Item 11a- Woodland Trust free Trees- Clerk has requested quotes for watering from Pat Tustin and Lengthsman and for annual maintenance of hedge. Advert placed in Community News. Emails sent to school, guides and scouts. Clerk obtaining a price for canes and tools. Responses received from all groups confirming their attendance for planting. PC approved. Request submitted. Trees are due for delivery 4th-8th November 2013. Clerk has contacted helpers to advise. Agendered to decide plan. Date arranged with school for 15th November 2013. Trees received. Site visit carried out with EN to decide on location. EN confirming with school and Cllrs.

Item 11b- Green Leys footpath-DMMO. Residents statements and maps have been returned. Aerial photos and old photos have been received. Notice served. Application sent off. Acknowledgement received and request to confirm proposed path. Clerk signed and returned. Chased 29th August 2013. Resident has emailed WCC re process. Process can take upto a year. Suggestion that alternative solution be found if possible. Chased on 3rd October 2013.

Matters Arising from 18th September 2013.

Item 6- Request for wheelie bin stickers sent together with request regarding legal position. Email detailing legal position received to be discussed at October 2013 meeting for further decision. Agreed to trial in village. Ordered. To be located in shop.

Item 11- Clerk has chased lengthsman to repair drain at play area in Recreation Ground.

Item 15b- Aldington- Email sent to arrange discussion with Highways about the feasibility of VAS use in Aldington. Awaiting response.

Item 17- Clerk met with Highways at Midgeley Dene on 20th September 2013 to look at signage into Badsey from Blackminster. It was agreed to extend 40mph to 30mph at entrance to Badsey and remove small section of national speed limit in between. Speed survey to be carried out and consultation to commence.

Chased. Confirmed that results of survey received 4th November 2013 at Highways. Details being assessed. County Councillor approved changes 1st November 2013.

Matters Arising from 16th October 2013.

Notice placed in shop regarding reporting events in village to Crimestoppers 101. CSO contacted re damage at hall. Notice put in magazine for next edition. Community Safety Team @ Wychavon contacted, youth bus visit arranged (31st October 2013) to talk to teenagers. Regular visit by Community Neighbourhood Warden arranged. Emails to Middle & High schools. Confirmation from both that they will get CSO’s into schools to talk to students.

Opportunity Vale of Evesham- Talk by David Manning. GH, PC and MT agreed to attend meeting about scheme. Date arranged for workshop of 11th December. Cllrs contacted to confirm attendance.

Item 9c. Food Bank @ Caring Hands in Vale contacted to ascertain take up from Badsey residents. Confirmation that a number of Badsey residents regularly use food bank and have had food parcel deliveries. Literature sent to PC for further information. (Document file). Agenda for November to re-assess donation. Budget to be checked for 2013 donations.

b. A review of expenditure to date against budget and consider proposals for 2014/15 took place.
c. MC proposed that adjustments be made to suggested spend for 2014/15 to reflect precept of £38750. Clerk advised that these are worst case scenarios and assessing previous years projections are unlikely to be required. Therefore precept amount is in line with spending. However, in view of the uncertainty as to whether Wychavon will need to/agree to subsidise any shortfall  in government support, MC proposed , seconded by MT with a unanimous vote in favour to request an increase of 1.99% to be submitted by Clerk when final guidance notes are received.
d. Following information provided by Clerk as to the benefit of this service to Badsey residents, GB proposed, seconded by MT to make a donation to Caring Hands in the Vale, Food Bank. MC proposed that a donation should not be made. A vote was taken with 5 votes against a donation being made and 2 abstentions.
e. MC proposed that a donation of £200 be made to the running costs of Community Newsletter. A vote was taken with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention.

	 Nominations for Wychavon Diamond Jubilee Community Recognition Awards 2013- EN proposed that Maureen Spinks be considered from Badsey Society. All nominations to be put forward, discussed at December meeting and voted on before the deadline of 3rd January 2014.

	Section 106- Meeting taken place between Wychavon Community Development Manager and PC to discuss areas of possible funding as a result of s106 monies in relation to Brewers Lane. Areas will cover Formal Pitch Provision, Play Provision and open space, Community Buildings and Public Arts and Culture. Cllrs to consider suggestions for discussion at December Meeting. GB  has visited Badsey Community and Recreation Club for their input and will report back at January Meeting.
