2.  The Clerk advised Members that the economic downturn was having a major impact on the District Council budgets. Investment and fee income had been radically reduced and officers and Members were working together to see where budget savings could be made 
3. The Clerk reported that Cllr Tucker had again been in touch with relevant officers at the County Council regarding the issue of non authorised traffic ignoring the eastern bridge traffic lights.
