Meeting of Local Parishes and Pershore Town Council 14th October 2013

Three main items:-

The Northern Link – Unanimous agreement that this vital strategic link is urgently required to avoid grid lock when expansion in the Parishes and Town commences as per the SWDP. The meeting intends to issue a joint statement to reinforce this insisting that ALL proposed development is considered when planning issues are examined to avoid minor improvements to highways on individual developments and missing the ‘big picture’. This statement will be finalised at the Northern Link Campaign meeting on 24th October for endorsement by the Town and Parish Councils at their next meeting. [This will be circulated by TMN before our meeting on 7th November].

Planning -  Each of the Councils gave a brief overview of their planning issues, the one likely to impact on all of us is the major development by Marshalls on the airfield traffic on Throckmorton Road/A44 junction being the pinch point.
