5 residents attended to raise their concerns about the additional application for 11 houses at 90 Bretforton       Road, as follows:
· Proposed site has already been proposed in SHLAA ref 06-05 and rejected because 'the site would only be appropriate for ribbon development along the road frontage, therefore not large enough to consider as an allocated site. Better locations in Badsey'. Application W/13/00138 already takes up ribbon development. (this site has also been refused for a caravan site some years previously).

· There will be increased pressure on B4035 from already approved development before considering the increase from another 11 houses. The traffic survey associated with '52 Bretforton Road' suggested issues already with the area prior to any other applications.

· Area runs down into Badsey brook, this area has flooding issues which is suggested in the application by the number of proposed flood defences. Ditch is always blocked and holds stagnant water.

· There is no proof of sustainability. Badsey already has 40 proposed houses on Bretforton Road, 28 on Brewers Lane and 39 on Banks Road with a possible further 40/50 before this application. There are a large number of houses for sale already in Badsey. There is inadequate infrastructure to address the increased housing and the possible reduction in bus services needs to be considered.

· This site is outside local plan and SWDP.

· Concerns were expressed about wildlife in this area. The wildlife survey on previous applications is now not evident. The detailed survey for the Brewers Lane development of bats and other wildlife said that wildlife migrates to the North East which would be this location. 

· Mix of suggested housing is not catering for the demographic of this area.
