County Cllr. John Raine reported on plans to create a cycle track in High Wood adjacent to the playing fields on land owned by Madresfield Estate.  Local schools and the AONB had expressed support.
District Cllr. Julian Roskams confirmed that MHDC were looking to delegate more responsibility to town and parish councils and the Clerk was to forward the details which had been discussed at the recent 'Parish Conference'.
He also reported that the initial inspection of the SWDP had made it necessary to revise the housing numbers.
Mr C Rouse (Malvern Hills Conservators) reported that the Upper Dingle track was due to be resurfaced in the near future.
