Apologies were received and accepted from Councillors  Phil Cordelle, Helen Burrows, Steven Sumpter and David Badham.

MT proposed and EN seconded, with a unanimous vote in favour, to confirm the minutes of the meeting of 20th November 2013.

	Clerk’s Report for 18th December 2013 .
Matters Arising from 17th June 2013.

Item 8a – Horsebridge Avenue Play Area- Confirmation sent to Rooftop of PC and Opportunity Vale of Evesham contributions and Remembrance hall Committee contacted. Rooftop emailed with proposal. Chased Rooftop who have confirmed submission to board on 17th July 2013 with Rooftop contributing £33k, PC £15k and £1k from Opportunity Vale of Evesham. Rooftop have agreed project. Open afternoon on Wednesday 4th September 2013. Residents invited. Youth bus will be on site. Cllrs to attend if possible. Approx 40 residents attended as well as children. Youth bus was a great success. General feeling was positive with some very valid ideas and suggestions. Questionnaires completed. Wychavon now to compile a summary of comments and amend plan if necessary. Copy will then be forwarded to PC for approval. Letter received and forwarded to Wychavon to address H and S concerns and to circulated to all Cllrs. Funding can be released to Wychavon when required. PG agreed to obtain quotes for fencing at kickwall for next meeting. Planning confirmed max height of 2 metres. Resident advised. Site visits 19th July 2013. Planning have confirmed that height can be 4 metres if part of play equipment. Site visit with AE, GB and PG to look at trees, side of unit and bins. To be discussed at meeting on 18th September 2013. Bin installed.Prices for fence, side to kickwall and removal and replanting of trees to obtained for agreement/discussion at October meeting. Pricing of removal and replanting alongside deferred as both have been included in quotes from Wychavon for new play area to carry out as whole project. Quotes have been received by Wychavon. Meeting arranged for 6th Dec 2013 with Ae and GB to discuss plan. Plan obtained and circulated. Shortfall of £7k. Wychavon contacted to request early release of s106 monies, awaiting confirmation before approval from Badsey PC Councillors.
Item 11b- Green Leys footpath-DMMO. Residents statements and maps have been returned. Aerial photos and old photos have been received. Notice served. Application sent off. Acknowledgement received and request to confirm proposed path. Clerk signed and returned. Chased 29th August 2013. Resident has emailed WCC re process. Process can take upto a year. Suggestion that alternative solution be found if possible. Chased on 3rd October 2013.

Matters Arising from 18th September 2013.

Item 15b- Aldington- Email sent to arrange discussion with Highways about the feasibility of VAS use in Aldington. Awaiting response. Chase.

Item 17- Clerk met with Highways at Midgeley Dene on 20th September 2013 to look at signage into Badsey from Blackminster. It was agreed to extend 40mph to 30mph at entrance to Badsey and remove small section of national speed limit in between. Speed survey to be carried out and consultation to commence.

Chased. Confirmed that results of survey received 4th November 2013 at Highways. Details being assessed. County Councillor approved changes 1st November 2013. Signage removed. Consultation period to begin.

Matters Arising from 16th October 2013.

Opportunity Vale of Evesham- Talk by David Manning. GH, PC and MT agreed to attend meeting about scheme. Date arranged for workshop of 11th December. Cllrs contacted to confirm attendance.

Item 10. Offenham PC advised that training would be required in Planning and role of Councillors. Dates due to be at end of November. To be advised of dates. Date of course is 29th January 2013. Details to be confirmed at PC meeting.

Item 12a. Lengthsman requested to clear Village Street Path. ARA advised. Done. Matter closed.

Item 12b. Grille at Old Post Office Lane- Site visit arranged with Lengthsman for w/c 4th November 2013. Chased lengthsman.

Item 16- Jem Teal @ Wychavon contacted to arrange meeting with GB and Clerk regarding section 106 monies available. Chased. Meeting on 14th November 2013 with AE, GB and GH. Details at PC meeting. All Cllrs to have ideas for December meeting on suggested projects within the guidelines handed out at November meeting by Clerk.

Matters arising from 20th November 2013.

Item 14- Noticeboard at Badsey Recreation Ground. Clerk confirmed with Play inspector that it is not a legal requirement to have a noticeboard at play areas although it is considered best practice. Clerk to obtain quotes for repairing noticeboard already in situ and for a replacement for December meeting.

Item 16- Remembrance Hall- Clerk reported broken heating and requested that committee obtain quotes to provide a motion sensor light at the corner of hall.

Other Matters.

Quotations for replacement bus shelters received from ‘Go shelters’ and forwarded to insurance company for consideration. Lengthsman has cleared away bus shelter and made area safe at a cost of £250 as agreed with AE, GB and GH. This quotation has also been submitted to insurers. Quotation approved by insurers. Replacement of shelter instructed. Installation on 10th Dec 2013. Shelter installed and inspected-seat missing. To be inserted. Invoices to be sent to Insurers.
Clerk has obtained prices locally and on internet for plaques for recipients of NHB. Wording to be agreed at December meeting so that a sample from internet can be ordered. Plaque ordered on ebay at a cost of £10.50 to show sample at PC meeting.

Request for tree surgeon to check trees on Badsey Recreation Ground following branches falling and two residents contacting clerk. Chased.

Information provided to shop regarding a sign directing from main road to Post Office. Response received and passed onto to Spar. Matter closed.

Request for footpath warden to walk path between Old Post Office Lane and Brewers Lane following reports of flooding. No flooding at this moment but wil re-assess when it has rained heavily.

	Police Matters-Police Report- "Since 1st November West Mercia Police have received 44 calls from residents in Badsey and Aldington, of which 11 resulted in 11 crimes being recorded. ranging from minor assaults, burglary of garden sheds, theft of pedal cycles and theft from in the open, viz front gardens. We would like to remind residents to mark their possessions by either engraving, or with permanent marker pens, Smart Water . In neighbouring areas, there have been a number of dwelling burglaries. They have occurred during the evening, if residents are suspicious of any incidents they are requested to contact the Police on 101 or 999 if necessary."

	District and County Councillor Forum (if any) 
Cllr Jakeman advised that NHB will be returning but the details are not yet available. Wychavon have reduced their spending by £3million of the £4.2million required. With effect from April 2014 all adults will pay 20% council tax regardless of circumstances.
PM asked if there are penalty clauses for the delay in the construction of Abbey Bridge and would shopkeepers be compensated. This is a County Council matter.

MT asked if the 25% discount on council tax for single persons in a property would still apply from April 2014. Cllr Jakeman advised that all adults would pay 20% council tax.

	 To Consider Nominations for Wychavon Diamond Jubilee Community Recognition Awards 2013- MT proposed Terry Sparrow for his contribution to the history of Badsey. EN proposed that Maureen Spinks be considered from Badsey Society. GB proposed that the Badsey Society be nominated to include the contribution of both Terry Sparrow and Maureen Spinks. All in favour. EN agreed to write a short piece for submission to Wychavon by the 3rd January 2014 deadline.

	Training: The following Cllrs agreed to attend training on 29th January 2014 in Offenham: GB-Effective Chairmanship, LC- Planning-Considerations when look at planning applications, PM requested that the training included declarations of Interest. (HB had already agreed to attend- Role of a Parish Councillor.)

	S106 Funding- It was unanimously agreed to request representatives from Badsey Community Club to attend the January 2014 meeting to detail their suggestions for formal pitch provision, community buildings and multi- use play equipment . Cllrs also suggested allotments, play equipment  and Badsey Society (Art and Culture) to be considered following information in January.

	VAS-PM proposed that the purchase of a VAS for sole use in Badsey be reconsidered. This was initially agreed in July 2013 to be reconsidered later in 2013 when Clerk had provided costings. PM advised that the matter had not been fully/correctly discussed. PM proposed with a unanimous vote in favour of discussing proposed siting locations with Highways  with Highways conclusion to be discussed in January 2014. The suggested locations are: Willersey Road, Bretforton Road at 40mph sign towards Bretforton and at start at village (Horsebridge Ave), Birmingham Road (both directions at Midgeley Dene) central locations perhaps High Street.

	Assets and Maintenance
a. It was unanimously agreed to remove the noticeboard at Badsey Recreation Ground following agreed by Play Inspector that it is not a legal requirement . Proposed by PM, seconded by GB.

	Health and Safety- It was unanimously agreed to request quotes to provide motion sensor light at Rem Hall regardless of lighting already at Hall.

	Lengthsman- To consider tasks for lengthsman-

a. Request lengthsman to clear nettles on footpath between Badsey Fields Lane and Badsey Rec Ground.

b.               To erect dog poo bin signs on Bretforton Road towards Bretforton.
c.               To use weedkiller around trees on Badsey Rec Ground so as to allow trees  to establish.

	To consider a name for the former Havard Works Site, Blackminster-Suggestions as follows:’ The Quarry’ This site was one of the main quarries of Littleton stone in the area, ‘Beck’s Grove’ or ‘Becks Close’ in recognition of Philip Beck who lived in farm next to site and his contribution to Evesham Journal. It was unanimously agreed to support the suggestions in this order and submit to Wychavon and District Councillor for consideration.
