MINUTES of an ORDINARY MEETING of FINSTALL PARISH COUNCIL

held on Tuesday 4th February 2014 at 7.30 p.m. in the Village Hall
Mr Eamon Thompson of BDHT together the the Architect Mr Simon Oakley attended the meeting to discuss their proposals for the Penmanor Allotment and Garage area.  Mr Thompson reported that there was a great need for affordable housing in the Bromsgrove area.  At present the land was owned by BDC but they would be willing to transfer the land over for this project.  The proposal was for 5 x 2 bed properties to be built behind Nos 38, 40 and 42.  These would be rental properties and would each have 2 car parking spaces.  The main concerns were about the width of the access drive for vehicles and the possibility of cars being parked in Penmanor.  Concern was also expressed about Contractors’ vehicles during the building work.  It was confirmed that there were no other allotment areas in Finstall and that there was a waiting list for allotments in the local area.  It was agreed that priority would be gived to local people first to rent these properties.
It was unanimously agreed to vote Mrs Wendy Molloy onto Finstall Parish Council to fill the vacancy left on the death of Mr Peter Loveday.  Mrs Molloy accepted the position and signed the declaration of acceptance.  She then joined the meeting.
