8.   Minutes: 
            The minutes of the meeting held 16th March 2009 were approved and signed as being a correct

record.


The draft Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting were noted for information and considered for items 
requiring  future action. No items were put forward for future Agenda.
9. Progress Reports:
        a. Clerk:
i. Tree Inspection Report –The Clerk thanked Cllr John Brodrick for his review of the Tree Report submitted by Luce and Son. Copies of this, together with the report were circulated to members and it was agreed that discussion be deferred until the  July meeting. Cllr Brodrick reported that a local resident, being a Tree Inspector for Worcester City had voluntarily inspected the Oak Tree on memorial land at Salwarpe and found only a little remedial work was necessary and that he would tidy it. Cllr Luscombe agreed to check that the action had been undertaken.

ii. Data Protection Act 


The Clerk reported the necessity to register under the Act to ensure that personal data is handled and stored in such a way that it does not breach confidentiality of individuals and contractors. It was agreed to register at an annual cost of £35 pa.
iii. Council Website 

After discussion it was agreed that there is a need to comply with the Freedom of Information Act and transparency in the business of the Council by displaying information online but it was felt that the display of  individual Photos and Resumes of Councillors  was unnecessary and that a description of the work undertaken by the Council through displayed reports and Minutes was of greater importance than  individual descriptions.

      b. Chairman:

 i.  Parish Councils Conference


The Chairman reported on the first of a series of meetings of two  representatives per Parish Council throughout the County to improve working relationship with the County Council and to meet and exchange views with other Parish Councils on topics affecting their parishes.  It was proposed that councillors in turn attend future meetings.

10.    Correspondence
i. Enquiry regarding annual Parish Council Precept. A local resident had made email contact regarding the 15.9% increase quoted by Wychavon District Council on Council Tax notifications. This figure was incorrect and the Chairman had contacted the revenues dept. for clarification. The resident was informed that in real terms the % increase in precept is 3.8%
ii. An email enquiry regarding harassment by dogs on a public footpath was referred to the Parish Footpaths Officer who reported that it was not a matter for the Parish council and that it should be taken up with the owner of the dogs, or with the police.
11.    Reports of County & District Councillors  
Cllr Sheldon had provided a report in his absence.
An update on the roundabout at Six ways – signage will be upgraded but there will be no structural alterations to the roundabout layout.

The Clearway Order is to be extended along the A4538 to its junction with Hindlip Lane.

West Mercia Police HQ rear drive –The only recorded public access to the Hindlip Hall and the church from Hindlip Lane is via a footpaths HP-507 and  HP-508.  There are no recorded public vehicular rights  from the Hindlip Lane to the Church and Hall.  This does not necessarily  mean that public vehicular rights do not exist, just that they may not have been recorded.  Also there may be a private vehicular rights of access to the church.
A further grant of £1000 from the County 2009-2010 budget had been authorised for the Parish Council to undertake further remedial work.  It was agreed to review the grant, together with the Lengthmens scheme at the July meeting. 

12.    Finance:

        i. The  annual accounts, together with the unqualified  report provided by the internal auditor were 
considered. The accounts were approved and the report was accepted. The Clerk will write to the 
internal auditor to thank him for his assistance. 
        ii. A schedule of payments made since the last meeting was circulated for information (Appendix1)
        iii. The  council insurance renewal is due on June 1st. The proposal had been reviewed by Chairman and 
Clerk and it was agreed that this should be renewed
13.    Development Control Consultations. (See Appendix 2)

(i)  An updated appendix was circulated.  The signage at the Sixways Rugby Club site was discussed.


(ii)  The Chairman reported on objections representation to the District Planning Committee on 30th 
April re: W/09/00001 Caulin Court.  The 
decision was deferred.


(iii)  The Chairman reported on action taken on the poor service experienced with the administration of 
planning applications on which the District  Planning Support Manager had taken action and is to 
investigate IT/ electronic communication issues.

(iv)  Removal of the Agricultural Occupancy condition on property in Drury Lane W/09/00040 and the 
principles of the decision process was discussed.  It was felt District Councillor A.Miller’s reported 
consultative comments did not reflect support of our long standing objections on the matter despite 
being informed of our views through attendance at our Council meetings.

The council felt it had little knowledge of the selection process of District Councillors and their 
objectives.  The Chairman agreed to look into the subject.

(v)  Planning Training Session held at Ombersley was informative, the Clerk had sent a letter of 
thanks to Ombersley & Doverdale Parish Council for organising it.

Cllr Armitage reported on discussions with Mike Hurst, Development Control Manager on procedures 
for control of breach of planning conditions and the councillors role in acting on matters impacting on 
their parishes without it being interpreted as policing.  The role of enforcement and levels of 
addressing the issues were questioned.  It was agreed to write to the newly appointed Chairman of 
Wychavon District Council on the matter.
