a. Clerk:

i. Tree Inspection Report –Remedial work on the oak tree at Salwarpe had not been undertaken.(22/5/9 item 9.1) The Clerk was instructed to contact the Wychavon Tree and Landscape Officer for further advice and the issue was deferred for decision at the September meeting.

ii. Travellers encampment Martin Hussingtree Village Green. Travellers entered the village green on Friday 
June 26th via the A38 lay-by and left on Wednesday July 1st Advice was sought from The West Mercia 
Traveller Liaison Officer and Wychavon Environmental Service Dept. regarding the best means of 
preventing recurrence. Following consultation between Chairman, Vice Chairman and Clerk, a contract was 
entered into with Top Cut Mowing to oversee subcontractors appointed to insert posts to secure the Green 
perimeter. This was undertaken under SO 2/07.07  The Council approved the  urgent decision and agreed 
that the cost of  £989 was justified. 

iii. Highways issues:
Hedge - A4538 Pershore Lane. The highways dept has been informed as no action has been taken by the landowner, despite having been contacted twice in writing.
Verge - 
Junction Tagwell Road/Newland Road. The clerk to contact the Highways department as the visibility splay is reduced due to overgrown verges.

Flooding - Drury Lane Flooding has been reported again to Highways –this is subject to development control application re. the poultry houses.

It was agreed to Contract for the Services with the existing local 
contractor to  undertake approved tasks as and when funds are available. A £1000 grant has again been made available by County Cllr Sheldon for drainage and minor maintenance projects. 

ii.  Parish Paths Partnership Grant Scheme: The details of the two alternative options under the  Parish Paths Partnership Grant scheme were  considered. Neither was adopted and it was agreed not to participate in the scheme.
(a)  Paths Volunteers – administered by the existing Paths Wardens. The wardens have indicated that as volunteers they are not prepared to undertake the administration and responsibility of the scheme.
(b)  Paths Local Contractor – works to be administered by the Parish Clerk. The Clerk, being part time, has insufficient time to undertake the  additional work.

iii. Legislation: Power of Wellbeing Act : Under the Local Govt & Public Involvement Health Act 2007   and additional regulations The Power of Wellbeing comes into effect in 2010. 
As the Council cannot fulfil the four criteria, it was agreed that this Council will not adopt the regulations of the Power of Wellbeing.

iv. Dog Fouling/Public Rights of Way: Advice on dealing with the increase in dog fouling on public footpaths/areas within our three parishes had been sought from the Environmental Services Dept., which had provided literature, posters and signs under The Dog (Fouling of Land) Act 1996.  An article for parishioners attention has been inserted in the September issue of the Community News.

i. In response to a  residents complaint of increased road noise, as a result of re-surfacing work on A38 slip road it was reported that the road had been surfaced with materials meeting the appropriate standards and as such no further action would be taken,

 

ii. Following a residents request the 'Request Bus Stop' at the pull-in opposite the Copcut Elm Pub 

on the Pulley Lane side of the A38 has been re-instated.
 

iii. It is also noted that during the next year Cllr Sheldon will be  serving as a member of the West Mercia Police Estates Committee which not only deals with the Hindlip Estate  but other properties under their control.

b. D. Cllr Tony Miller reported on his involvement re Travellers on the Green and drew attention to a 24 hr Emergency Council Contact scheme that can only be accessed  by the respective County and District councillors. This scheme is not widely known and would have been of assistance to our Council at the time.

c. Cllr Armitage felt that a procedural plan was essential for all Parish Councils to know how to deal with traveller invasions. D. Cllr Miller agreed to discuss this with the Legal department. 

d. The Role of District Councillor: Further to the May meeting, Minute 13.iv. re.  the role and objectives of

District Councillors, the Chairman and Vice Chairman had met D. Cllr Tony Miller. At this meeting he had given a comprehensive explanation of his approach to planning issues and the need for justifiable reasons when dealing with planning applications. It was agreed that liaison between the District Councillor and the Parish Council needs strengthening to build an effective relationship and that he will seek our views on issues to resolve our concerns.

Yew Tree Hill Development. A member of the Yew Tree Hill Campaign Group requested an exception to approach the Council on development issues impacting on Salwarpe parish.

It was agreed to adjourn the meeting at 9.25pm; to allow discussion of aspects of the proposed housing site and their sustainability and deliverability. Cllr.Thomas declared a Personal Interest as a friend of landowner.
