Minutes of the  Meeting of Hindlip Martin Hussingtree & Salwarpe Parish Council
held at 7.30 p.m. on Monday 21st September  2009 at Salwarpe Village Hall.

Public Question Time

1. Apologies:

2. Declarations of Interest: 

Councillors were reminded of the need to

b. to declare any Personal interests in items on the agenda and their nature
c. to declare any prejudicial interests in items on the agenda and their nature.

3. Minutes: 
The minutes of the meeting held on July 20th  were approved and signed as being a correct record.

4. Progress Reports:
        a. Clerk:

I. All notice boards were repaired by D.Walters during  August. The Ladywood Canal board has since been vandalised and D.Walters has been authorised under SO 07/07 to make a replacement door at a cost of £68. This will be carried out on September 22nd.

II. Tree Report  Wychavon Landscape and Trees Officer is on leave until October. As there is a TPO on the Martin Hussingtree tree any works will require permission –at this point the Council will consider the report and judge its necessity. Likewise the oak by the War Memorial is in a conservation area and any works will also require permission. It was agreed that the Landscape and Trees  Officer be consulted upon her return.
III. Highways issues 
IV. Hedges  at  A4538  Pumphouse cottages and Junction Pulley Lane /Tagwell Road have been reported to highways dept. for action.
V. Lengthsman scheme. The quotation prepared by Top Cut Mowing was considered and accepted subject to minor amendments. Chairman will liaise with M. Lovett.
VI. Clerk to report Strand Lane/Railway Bridge flooding problem to Wychavon Highways dept. 
VII. BT Kiosk Copcut Lane – A further invitation to adopt the Copcut Lane telephone kiosk has been received.  It was agreed that this would again be refused as per the September 08 minuted decision. Clerk to notify Wychavon and BT

c. Vice Chairman:
I. Appointment of a new Clerk: Mrs Felton tendered her resignation on August 31st to take effect from October 31st 2009 and the post was advertised in the September issue of the Community News. The closing date for applications is September 26th. To date 8 expressions of interest have been received. A short list will be drawn up by the staffing committee on 28-09 and interviews held at Fernhill Heath Baptist Chapel in early October, date to be arranged. 
5.    Correspondence:
I. West Mercia Police Chief Inspector Sharon Gibbons. The Chairman and Clerk attended a meeting with CI Gibbons and DC A. Brown, to review police actions in relation to traveller encroachment on the village green. CI Gibbons responded setting out the police policy in such situations. Details to be uploaded to the website.
II. Salwarpe Fete Committee –The Chairman had written to congratulate the Fete Committee for organising such a successful and enjoyable community event which promotes visitors to our parishes 
III. Cllr Mary Armitage. The Chairman wrote to pass on the sympathy and condolences of the Council following  the sad loss of her mother.
IV. Derek Fearnside: enquiry regarding need for volunteer footpaths officer. The Clerk will  contact D. Cullom to enquire whether an assistant would be of benefit to cover Salwarpe/Martin Hussingtree.
6.   Reports of County & District Councillors:  
District Cllr Miller reported that:
I. He will be setting up a meeting in 2010 for all Parish councils to discuss traveller encroachment and planning rights/duties.

II. Sustainable drainage regulations are being drawn up by Wychavon DC and should be operational early in 2010 These are designed to alleviate flooding and will have considerable impact on future development control, including the SW Joint Core Strategy.
III. He gave an update on  the SWJCS progress and a consideration of the Phase II Report presented to the District Council in September.  Changes in total housing  figures are proposed and an  increase in the number of houses per hectare, and the types of housing will take place. The Parish Council reiterated its opposition to the large scale development proposals at Copcut and will continue to comment on all aspects of proposals for development within the three parishes.  It was emphasised that the Council of Hindlip and Martin Hussingtree accepted integration of Salwarpe Parish in May 2003 and had inherited the future planned designation of  the Copcut site.  The aim remains to exert influence on the scale and type of development to reduce the impact on Salwarpe and the surrounding area.

7.   Finance:
I. Review of receipts/payments made since last meeting –please see Appendix 1
II. Preparation of the 2010 Precept The Finance Committee will meet on Monday October 12th  to prepare the precept in readiness for consideration at the November Council meeting. The outgoing clerk will prepare the precept.
III. 2009 Audit –an unqualified report has been received from Clement Keys. Audit Closure notices were duly posted and the inspection period closed on August 21st. It was agreed that the Internal Auditors fee be paid.
8.    Development Control Consultations:
I. Applications (see Appendix 2 )
II. Enforcements
a) Court Farm IN/08/00143 :  Cllr Armitage reported that large scale of road planings storage is continuing. This is adding to road congestion in Hindlip Lane.  The Chairman advised that no planning applications have yet been submitted and will again contact Enforcement officer William Gairns regarding regulating the situation. As the Dairy is a listed building the clerk will write to the Listed Buildings Officer to make him aware of the deterioration that is taking place to adjoining buildings due to the systematic removal of roof tiles.
b) Worcester Rugby Club IN/09/00293 –Advertising Signs W. Gairns (via email 25-8-9) reported that advertising consent is required for all signs, including tall banner sign facing the  roundabout and that the General Manager will arrange for applications to be submitted.
c) Brookside Fruits IN/09/00445 The Building Regulations Officer reported that regulations have not been contravened and that works have been carried out to the correct standard.
d) Copcut House IN/08/00276  Re-rendering: W. Gairns (via email 25-8-9) reported that there is no stipulated time frame in which works must be completed but that he would again contact the owner to ascertain time frame in which the rendering will be undertaken. 
e) Concern was again expressed regarding the light pollution created at the Park and Ride site which is fully illuminated all night despite the car park being closed. The Clerk will contact Worcester County Council Planning Dept. to report this again.

II. Appeals:

a) Caulin Court, Salwarpe:  The revised application had been refused due to  lack of appropriate protection for rare bats present on the site.  The original application is still the subject of a Planning Appeal.
III. Electronic Processing of Development Control consultations. Wychavon Planning Dept. are seeking to improve communication methods and requested feedback regarding dissemination of development control applications to councillors. It was agreed that a weekly list was sufficient but that plans be mailed as and when available to maximise review time. Hard copies of plans continue to be essential as The Parish council does not have the resources to print large scale documents. Online review will not be feasible until the scale measuring software is made available online for general use. The top sheets are now redundant as comments are always reported online, either via the hub or email.  The Clerk will relay this feedback to the Development Control Dept.
9.   Councillors Reports & Future Agenda Items:
I. Cllr Broderick expressed concern regarding delivery arrangements for the building of the new West Mercia HQ drive. Having unloaded, lorries are not obeying the signs but are returning to the motorway via Hindlip Lane  rather than using Hurst Lane as directed. The Clerk will write to West Mercia Estates Dept to point out the congestion that this is causing and forward a copy to C.Cllr Sheldon.
II. Cllr Brodrick reported that the hedge adjoining the Copcut Golf Driving Range is very overgrown and a hazard to vehicles. The Clerk will write to the owner requesting that the hedge be cut.

III. Cllr Edwards reported accumulated rubbish in A38 Bus Lay-by – The Clerk will report this  Wychavon Services Dept. 
IV. Cllr Hill expressed concern regarding the proposal to lay down gravestones in Spellis Green Churchyard. Although the Parish council contributes to the Parochial Church Council for the upkeep of the four burial grounds, their management is the responsibility of the individual churches.
V. Cllr Edwards reported that motorists are regularly jumping the traffic lights from the A4538 Pershore Lane causing danger to drivers exiting Drury Lane. Also traffic backs up when there are motorway closures. The Clerk will contact Roy Fullee in the Highways dept. and request a review of the lights timing sequence to see if matters can be improved.
VI. Cllr Harrison enquired if development control information regarding LiveWork Units had been received as promised. The Chairman will pursue this and circulate details when available. 
VII. Cllr Armitage requested that an enquiry be made as to whether the owners of Court Farm are paying business rates. The Clerk will request this information via District Cllr Miller.    

VIII. Cllr Luscombe:  In view of the public question time allowed at the previous meeting it was proposed that the time per speaker be restricted to 3 minutes and that only in exceptional circumstances would the Council consider adjournment of it’s meeting.  It was agreed that this be adopted as a Standing Order.
