The Parish Council meeting convened at 7.40pm

1. Apologies: 

Were received from County Cllr E. Sheldon, District Cllr. A. Fisher, Cllr John Brodrick, Cllr George Harrison



2. Declarations of Interest: 

Councillors were reminded of the need to: 

a. update their register of interest

b. to declare any Personal interests in items on the agenda and their nature

c. to declare any prejudicial interests in items on the agenda and their nature.

Interests declared:

Cllr R Hatfield re. planning application W/09/01357 (Property owner).

Cllr A. Thomas re. planning application W/09/02476 (neighbour).

3. Minutes: 

The minutes of the meeting held on September 20th were approved and signed as being a correct record.

4. Progress Reports:

    a. Clerk:

I. The 2010/2011 budget and Precept. The Finance Committee met on Monday October 5th and formulated the budget for the forthcoming year. This was presented for review. It was unanimously agreed that the budget be adopted and that the precept for 2010/11 be set at £11330 which represents a 4.9% annual increase. The Clerk will complete and forward  the precept document to Wychavon.

II. Tree Report  -this has been forwarded to Sally Griffiths the Trees Officer and the council is awaiting a response. DCllr Miller will follow this up.

III. Damage to the Village Green –there have been two traffic accidents involving damage to posts/ditches on the Green. The Clerk will write to the vehicle owners to claim recompense and endeavour to make claims against the insurance policies of the vehicles should this payment not be forthcoming.

IV. Highways issues 

V. Martin Hussingtree Traffic Lights – the dangers have been reported to the highways Dept. but the clerk will follow up again due to the serious nature of the recent accident. D. Cllr Miller will put the issue to the next meeting of the County Highways Forum (He is now the Wychavon Representative).

b. Chairman:


The new salary rates for the Clerk have been received and will be backdated to April 1st. 
The Casual user’s mileage has been increased to £0.61 per mile. This will also be backdated to April 1st.

c. Vice Chairman:

Appointment of a new Clerk: Mrs Elaine Meredith has been appointed and will take over from the outgoing clerk on Monday November 23rd. She has excellent qualifications and is a qualified management accountant. The outgoing clerk was thanked for her efforts.

5. Correspondence:

I. A letter of Condolence was sent to Mr Trevor Lawley upon the sad loss of Mrs Gill Lawley who served as a very hardworking and able clerk to Salwarpe PC for many years.

II. West Mercia Police –re. driveway construction vehicles, contractors have been  reminded of the traffic flow arrangements. 

III. Standards Committee have forwarded details of the accepted complaints procedure and recommended that this be incorporated as a standing order. It was unanimously agreed that this should be done.

6.   Reports of County & District Councillors:  

District Cllr Miller reported that:

I. The payment of Business Rates by the occupants of Court Farm is currently under investigation. Storage of road planings is subject to a planning application to be considered by the county council, not Wychavon

II. He wishes to clarify the planning information supplied to parish councils and will be arranging a training session for councillors early in 2010. Information regarding council’s rights and responsibilities regarding travellers will also be addressed.

a) Court Farm IN/08/00143 :  See item 6.1  As the Dairy is a listed building the clerk will again  write to the Listed Buildings Officer to make him aware of the deterioration that is taking place to adjoining buildings due to the systematic removal of roof tiles.
b) Worcester Rugby Club IN/09/00293 –Advertising Signs An application has been submitted and is currently under consideration.

II. Appeals:

a) Caulin Court, Salwarpe:  This has been deferred to the December Development control meeting to permit further data to be gathered.

9. Councillors Reports & Future Agenda Items:

I. Cllr Hill: Overgrown hedge close to the Pear Tree inn at Smite –the clerk to write to the owners of the Pear Tree requesting that it be cut.

II. Cllr Hatfield – Horse and traps from the travellers site at Smite are being driven along the A38 and the A4538 in the hours of darkness. They carry no lights and are sometimes driven by children. This causes congestion and is a considerable safety hazard. The Clerk will write to West Mercia Traffic Dept. to raise these concerns. Copies to C.Cllr Sheldon and to the Gypsy Liaison Officer.

III. The Council accepted an invitation from Cllr Armitage for an informal Get Together over the Christmastide for Councillors and their respective partners. It was agreed to extend the invitation to C.Cllr and Mrs E.Sheldon, D.Cllr and Mrs Miller and D.Cllr. Fisher, for Tuesday December 29th.
