A feedback meeting was held to discuss this event and points are:-

Car park – just about worked without having to use Mr Shakespeare’s field though there was congestion in the surrounding roads. It was considered whether there was access from our playing fields into Romsley Stores’ field – Cllr. Price to talk to them.

Bands – all bands were good but perhaps the headline act at the end was not really needed – good as they were.  The bands ran on too long and we should look at this for next time as the headline act was playing to a smaller audience as people had gone home.  Next year we should either have fewer bands or have someone making sure that the bands keep to their time slot.  This was not always the bands fault in that the audience encouraged them to play more.  Also consider a greater spread of music, maybe ending with a Proms Theme.  The stage and PA gave a good image to the whole setup and feel we should do the same again this year.

Food – I think we should a greater variation of food available and not give one supplier a clear run.

Bar – Jag, Rag and his team were brilliant and gave us a great donation.  From our discussions it was obvious that he could do more for us next time especially bearing in mind that the Spar organisation does encourage their stores to get involved in the community.

Toilets – worked well but more needed better co-ordination on delivery so that they are sited in their permanent location on arrival so we shouldn’t have to move them.

Gazebo – Certainly use the same again, even if the weather is sunny but sited nearer the stage.  Bands would get better feedback is the audience were closer.

General – more activities for children who might get bored with just the bands and need to be kept occupied.  Security Company to be involved again but we need to agree their brief beforehand.
