He also confirmed that WCC had agreed to retain the subsidies for bus transport for the time being but that each route would be assessed in the future.

21/14 Playing Fields
A meeting had been held on 18th January with representatives from WestFest to discuss the maintenance of the main track.  The recommended course of action was to fit gabions along a 15m section bordering the bluebell field.  The Clerk was awaiting for confirmation of this from WestFest prior to contacting Madresfield Estate to discuss the project which would involve some access from the field.

The Outdoor Education Centre was to hold an open day on 18th April and it was agreed to allow parking on the playing fields, weather permitting.

The Clerk reported that a tree had fallen during a storm on the boundary of the playing fields and the woodland.  It was not causing an obstruction and could be removed if required when the weather improved.

22/14
 Village Hall
Several councillors had attended a meeting with the archdeacon and diocesan registrar on 29thJanuary.   It had been made clear that the diocese was willing to transfer the freehold of the whole building and were to forward an estimate of the projected cost.
23/14 Allotments and Community Woodland
A leak had been detected near the meter in the allotments and Severn Trent were working to fix the problem.

Bark chippings were to be put down on the muddy section at the main entrance to the allotments.

The Clerk was to obtain and fit more dog fouling signs on the playing fields and woodland.  Despite MHDC opposition to paint spraying dog mess on footways Cllr. Rouse offered to run a trial in the woodland.  This was agreed and the Clerk was to obtain some biodegradable paint.
