The Chairman agreed to make an adjournment during the meeting for members of the public to comment on the planning applications being considered.

13/14	Apologies

14/14 Interests
i. Councillors Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary Interests and Other Disclosable Interests regarding items on the agenda: 
Cllr. Petit declared a DPI in planning application 13/01526/OUT since the land bordered that belonging to her daughter and the property where she lived.  
Cllr. Cousins declared a DPI in planning application 13/01526/OUT since the development bordered his land, an ODI in planning application 13/01388/FUL due to its size and a DPI in planning application 12/01087/OUT since it related to his land. 
Cllr. Calvesbert declared a DPI in planning application 12/01087/OUT since it related to land opposite a field belonging to her.
ii. Notification of changes to the register of interests: There were none.
iii. To consider written requests from councillors for the council to grant a dispensation for those with Disclosable Interests to take part in discussions or voting.  (Written requests to be with the clerk at least 4 clear days prior to a meeting.): 
a. Cllr. Mary Pettit to take part in discussions in item 7i – planning application 13/01526/OUT – This was approved by a majority
b. Cllr. Roger Cousins to take part in discussions in item 7i, ii and iii - planning applications 13/01526/OUT – This was approved by a majority; 13/01388/FUL – This was approved by a majority; and 12/01087/OUT – This was rejected by a majority.
c. Cllr. Andrea Calvesbert to take part in discussions in item 7iii – planning application 12/01087/OUT - This was approved by a majority.

15/14	Minutes
To consider for adoption the minutes of the last Parish Council meeting of 20th January: These were accepted as an accurate record and they were signed by the Chairman.

16/14	Progress reports and other matters arising from these minutes:  The Clerk reported on the Broadband update events he had attended with Cllr. Cousins.  Although the vast majority of the parish was targeted for fibre broadband the installation date was undecided.  As soon as news was available he would relay to councillors.  He was awaiting a response from WCC Libraries to see if a wireless router could be installed to allow wifi throughout the village hall at all hours.  
The Lengthman had been asked to clear an overgrown path at Brookend and the area of moss on Blandford Close would be dealt with when weather conditions allowed.
The Clerk was to investigate funding for a defibrillator to be placed in the village hall.
 
17/14	Reports by District and County Councillors and other Representatives.
	District Cllr. Roger Cousins reported that revised housing numbers for the SWDP had been submitted and that the council tax for 2014/15 was to rise by 1.9%.

County Cllr. Tom Wells reported that WCC Highways had agreed to install 'no footway' signs on Hook Bank.  He had also received complaints about speeding traffic on Drake Street and it was agreed to request a new VAS site near the junction with Welland Court Lane.
WCC had agreed not to immediately withdraw bus subsidies, but to review each route and effect changes from September 2014.
He voiced concerns over certain areas that would only be guaranteed speeds of 2mbps under the super fast broadband roll out.
He confirmed that because MHDC was not meeting their target for successful planning application appeals they expected to be put into special measures in September.  This would allow developers  to submit large applications directly to the planning inspectorate for determination.

County Cllr. Lucy Hodgson paid thanks to all the volunteers who had helped recently in flooded areas.  She confirmed that the budget for the coming year had been set at £350m, with an additional £½m allocated to Highways and an additional £4m to Children's Services.
 
18/14	Committee & Working Party Reports & Recommendations
i. Neighbourhood Planning Group: It was agreed to approve the purchase of web hosting and a domain name Wellandplan.org.uk for approx. £12 per month.  This would allow the group more flexibility and the inclusion of an interactive facility.
ii. Playing Fields: 
a. To consider submitting an expression of interest for S106 funding to MHDC: It was agreed that councillors would propose schemes for the next meeting. 
b. To consider allowing advertising boards on Spitalfields: This was agreed on the understanding they would only be erected on match days.
c. To consider grass cutting quotations: The quotation from Signature Gardens for the maintenance of Spitalfields was accepted.

13/01526/OUT – It was agreed to recommend refusal: The objections were that the development lies outside the current settlement boundary and that insufficient thought has gone into alleviating any potential flooding problems to properties downstream of the adjacent brook caused by run off. The provision of affordable units was to be questioned since the houses were grouped in one area and the developer had indicated that they would be looking to sell this section of the site to a housing authority since they do not build affordable houses themselves. Local residents also had concerns with ingress and egress. 

ii. To consider making representation at Southern Area Development Control meeting 	regarding application 13/01388/FUL (Land at OS79514008 Marlbank): This was agreed and 	Cllr. Calvesbert was to attend.

iii.	To consider whether to support an appeal by the Welland Residents Action Group 	against the recent ruling approving application 12/01087/OUT (Lawn Farm). The 	following applications were considered: (Cllr Cousins left the meeting for this item) It was 	agreed to support the appeal although at this time no financial commitment was considered. 
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20/14	Highways & Footpaths
It was noted that the 'Friends of Welland' were willing to fund the painting of the bench in Little Malvern at the junction of the A4104 and tha Wells Road.
The Clerk was to write to WCC Highways suggesting improvements to the Danemoor crossroads, particularly when Upton is closed due to flooding.  These were the possible installation of temporary traffic lights, the staggering of the junction and a change in priorities.
