Public Forum
11 residents attended to express concerns about 4b.
Their comments are as follows:

· Access onto the B4035 would cause issues with the already huge amounts of traffic using this road. There are already issues with vehicles pulling out of Horsebridge Avenue opposite as cars coming from Evesham cannot be seen until they are on the brow of the hill.The figure of 5% lorries on this road is not a true reflection of the huge volumes delivering and collecting to Blackminster and beyond. There have been at least two fatalities in this area as well as the bus shelter being recently demolished by a lorry.

· The development will be building on zone 1 and 2 flood plain. In 2007, water levels came up past the area for development. Due to the recent weather issues, this area has only just dried out. Existing residents have concerns that the extent of flooding has not been investigated sufficiently.

· Residents have reported evidence of bats,deer and kingfishers on this site.

· Who will buy all these houses in Badsey including the houses that have already been built?

Badsey PC unanimously voted to object to this application for the following reasons:
Access onto the B4035 would cause issues with the already huge amounts of traffic using this road.

There are already issues with vehicles pulling out of Horsebridge Avenue opposite as cars coming

 from Evesham can’t be seen until they are on the brow of the hill. On occasions, cars turn left and then

 turn round rather than attempting to turn right out of Horsebridge. The figure of 5% lorries on this road

 is not a true reflection of the huge volumes delivering and collecting to Blackminster and beyond. 

There have been at least two fatalities as well as a demolished bus shelter recently demolished by a lorry.

The development will be built on zone 1 and 2 flood plain. On 2007 water came up past the area for 

development. Due to the recent weather issues, this area has only just dried out. Existing residents 

have concerns that the extent of the flooding has not been investigated sufficiently.

Residents have reported evidence of bats, deer and kingfishers on this site.

Badsey has had approx. 150 houses approved in the village but there is still no evidence of sustainability 

Especially as many of the houses in Badsey are still for sale.

This development is outside the SWDP and in SHLAA it was for 16 houses and not 36.
