131/14 Apologies:  Apologies were received from Cllr. C Scurrell.                                 
132/14 Declarations of interest:  Cllr. Ince declared an Other Discloseable Interest in agenda item 6.
133/14 Dispensations: A request had been received by the clerk from Cllr. Ince to stay and speak during agenda item 6, the Committee agreed to the dispensation request.
134/14 Minutes of previous meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 7th April 2014 were approved. 

135/14 Planning Applications:
a.
14/0231   The Barn, Nutnalls, Warbage Lane DY9 0AR (Certificate Existing Lawful Use)   Lawful development certificate for existing use as a dwelling.     The Parish Council had now been provided with the applicant's supporting statement. It has no objection but does not wish the decision if granted to create a president for any further properties on the site due to concerns at the existing levels of development.
14/0257  Vine Cottage, Third Road, Wildmoor, Bromsgrove  Alterations to exisitng house to provide additional accommodation.   No objection provided the cumulative increase in size is not greater than 40%.
13/0995   Flat 11  Brookfield House, Hackmans Gate Lane, Belbroughton, Stourbridge      Listed Building Consent  -  Removal of slate and concrete slates from flat 11, repelting, battening, revitalising reclaimable slate and making up with Portuguese contessa slates to match area edged red.

Despite requests, the Parish Council was unable to access the documents relating to this application, however it has no objection in principle to the application.
14/0196  Orchard Villas 4 Bournheath Road, Fairfield, Two Storey side extension. No objection provided the cumulative increases to the property do not exceed 40% of the original.
14/0206 Part Field No. 1530 , Adj. To Poolhouse Farm, Hockley Brook Lane, Belbroughton   -    Erection of additional stable immediately adjacent to existing 'L' shape stable block.  No objection provided that the new stable is for private usage of the owners. Also, it would not wish to see any future conversion of the stable for residential or commercial use.
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5/2014   Tree Preservation Order -  Springfield House, Dark Lane Belbroughton – re assessment of trees requiring protection.  No objections to the majority of the changes, however the committee wished to see the trees preserved where a rookery has existed for many years. 
b.  No additional applications were received.

Cllr. Dalziel left the meeting at this point, due to a pressing engagement.
136/14   Diversion of a footpath designated footpath 684 from its existing route 

onto Parish Council owned land adjacent to Wildmoor Quarry.  The Committee recommends that no diversion is considered onto parish council land and that the County Council ensure that the existing path is retained by enforcement measures as required.
137/14   Request from North Worcestershire Water Management to install a 

 ‘trash screen’ on Belne Brook at the road culvert on Parish council land at High 
St / Holy Cross Lane Belbroughton. The clerk had circulated copies of correspondence from M.W.W.M. The Committee recommends that the trash screen is not installed, being concerned at adverse visual impact.
138/14  Planning Decisions

139/14   Any other Planning Business:

The clerk informed the Committee of an apparent permit application from Ballast Phoenix Ltd for incinerator bottom ash operations at the ‘Veolia Quarry’ Sandy Lane Wildmoor. It had not been made clear by the Environment Agency when this application would be considered and the process for public consultation.  The Committee would wish to be able to comment on the application but had no knowledge of the process and asked the clerk to attempt to clarify this process, timescale and where the permit application would be advertised with the Environment Agency.

The Committee was concerned at the apparent lack of registered public comments on the planning applications website of the District Council.  The clerk would enquire as to whether the website was operating correctly.
