RH proposed and PC seconded, with a unanimous vote in favour, to confirm the minutes of the meeting of 19th March 2014.

	Clerk’s Report for 19th April 2014 .
Matters Arising from 17th June 2013.

Item 8a – Horsebridge Avenue Play Area- Confirmation sent to Rooftop of PC and Opportunity Vale of Evesham contributions and Remembrance hall Committee contacted. Rooftop emailed with proposal. Chased Rooftop who have confirmed submission to board on 17th July 2013 with Rooftop contributing £33k, PC £15k and £1k from Opportunity Vale of Evesham. Rooftop have agreed project. Open afternoon on Wednesday 4th September 2013. Residents invited. Youth bus will be on site. Cllrs to attend if possible. Approx 40 residents attended as well as children. Youth bus was a great success. General feeling was positive with some very valid ideas and suggestions. Questionnaires completed. Wychavon now to compile a summary of comments and amend plan if necessary. Copy will then be forwarded to PC for approval. Letter received and forwarded to Wychavon to address H and S concerns and to circulated to all Cllrs. Funding can be released to Wychavon when required. PG agreed to obtain quotes for fencing at kickwall for next meeting. Planning confirmed max height of 2 metres. Resident advised. Site visits 19th July 2013. Planning have confirmed that height can be 4 metres if part of play equipment. Site visit with AE, GB and PG to look at trees, side of unit and bins. To be discussed at meeting on 18th September 2013. Bin installed.Prices for fence, side to kickwall and removal and replanting of trees to obtained for agreement/discussion at October meeting. Pricing of removal and replanting alongside deferred as both have been included in quotes from Wychavon for new play area to carry out as whole project. Quotes have been received by Wychavon. Meeting arranged for 6th Dec 2013 with Ae and GB to discuss plan. Plan obtained and circulated. Shortfall of £7k. Wychavon contacted to request early release of s106 monies, awaiting confirmation before approval from Badsey PC Councillors. Opportunity Vale of Evesham have confirmed a donation of £2k. All Cllrs agreed on a maximum amount of £5k coming from the remainder of kickwall funds. Wychavon have been advised. Funds requested on 14th January 2014 to commence work by the end of January 2014.  Grass cut on 3rd February. Fencing work commenced on 6th February 2014 and now completed. Planting completed, groundworks commenced as at 17th March 2014. Play equipment installation commenced 25th March 2014. Inspection between Wychavon, rooftop and PC on 4th April 2014. Inspection carried out. Maintenance contract handed to Clerk. Official opening likely to be 8th or 9th May although equipment will be available ofor use over Easter holidays.
Item 11b- Green Leys footpath-DMMO. Residents statements and maps have been returned. Aerial photos and old photos have been received. Notice served. Application sent off. Acknowledgement received and request to confirm proposed path. Clerk signed and returned. Chased 29th August 2013. Resident has emailed WCC re process. Process can take upto a year. Suggestion that alternative solution be found if possible. Chased on 3rd October 2013. Chased 20th January 2014. Response received statements that Worcs CC have tried to reach a solution with owners of property but have been unable to. Therefore DMMO process will commence, however, due to backlogs, this may not be until the end of 2014.
Matters Arising from 18th September 2013.

Item 17- Clerk met with Highways at Midgeley Dene on 20th September 2013 to look at signage into Badsey from Blackminster. It was agreed to extend 40mph to 30mph at entrance to Badsey and remove small section of national speed limit in between. Speed survey to be carried out and consultation to commence.

Chased. Confirmed that results of survey received 4th November 2013 at Highways. Details being assessed. County Councillor approved changes 1st November 2013. Signage removed. Consultation period to begin. Email requesting approval from Police, road safety etc. Responses by 31st January 2014. Public consultation has commenced. Approval of Vas locations. Installed by Lengthsman at Midgeley Den as soon as speed limit has changed.

Matters Arising from 15th January 2014.

Item 10- S106 funding. - Jem Teal @ Wychavon contacted to arrange meeting with GB and Clerk regarding section 106 monies available. Chased. Meeting on 14th November 2013 with AE, GB and GH. Details at PC meeting. All Cllrs to have ideas for December meeting on suggested projects within the guidelines handed out at November meeting by Clerk. Discussed at December meeting. Badsey Community Club invited to attend January meeting to further discuss ideas. Emailed to check attendance on 7th January 2014. Attended meeting on 15th January 2014, suggestions will be considered in March Meeting along with any others.

Notice put in village magazine and noticeboards inviting residents to submit suggestions for consideration at March meeting. Notices displayed in boards and put in magazine. PC approved suggestion by Badsey Society. Meeting to be arranged with Wychavon. Meeting due 17th April 2014 onwards.

Item 12- Information file has been checked and a further two copies requested to be put in shop, Wheatsheaf and Round of Gras. Emailed request. 3 files are ready for collection and distribution on 26th March 2014. Collected. Clerk/Chair to confirm with locatiions that this is acceptable and distribute. Matter closed.

Item 16- Letter sent requesting permission from Richard Mumford to cut hedge on ‘s’ bend on B4035. Lengthsman to be asked to carry out work when permission received together with trimming of Hawthorn Tree at Rec Ground. Response received, no longer agent. Suggested further contact. Letter sent. Chased-no response.
Matters arising from 19th March 2014.

Item 13- ARA advised of approval of skip. Matter closed.

Item 16- Annual Play Inspection- Report highlighted concerns about electricity pylon and mound behind kickwall. Assess after play area is completed. Bark needs topping up at Rec. Lengthsman to deal. Carried out 26th March 2014. Matter closed.
Item 17a- Worcs CC advised that Badsey PC wish to be on working party for lengthsman scheme.

Item 17b- Request to clear trees at Village Street, Aldington. Ownership of land requires clarification. Emailed Wychavon for assistance. Wychavon cannot provide landowner details as these are not known.

Other Matters.

Clerk has obtained prices locally and on internet for plaques for recipients of NHB. Wording to be agreed at December meeting so that a sample from internet can be ordered. Plaque ordered on ebay at a cost of £10.50 to show sample at PC meeting. All cllrs agreed to proceed with other plaques. Clerk to arrange. Samples submitted to Chairman for approval. Chased. Ordered except for Badsey Toddler Group.

Request for footpath warden to walk path between Old Post Office Lane and Brewers Lane following reports of flooding. No flooding at this moment but will re-assess when it has rained heavily. Chased on 27th January 2014. Path BD 504 has been inspected by footpath officer and has asked Worcs CC to inspect. May require lengthsman to look at it. Chased. Lengthsman requested to assess BD504.- 24th March 2014.

Request from resident to have street lights checked after dark as to performance. Worcs CC to carry out assessment and to provide a report. Chased 24th March 2014. Assessment carried out by Worcs CC, some lights appear to be too dim, quote to be provided as at 24th March 2014.
Request for annual accounts from Remembrance hall committee made on 13th January 2014 for year ended 31st December 2012 and 31st December 2013. 
Request that missing drain cover on High Street be replaced. Chased 20th January 2014. Chased 24th March 2014. Further details requested regarding location on 25th March 2014. Detailed supplied awaiting response.
Footpath BD506 from The Wheatsheaf to Badsey Lane has been checked and reported by footpath officer. Worcs CC are checking if this can be included as a ‘capital project’ as surface needs to be replaced with sub base to improve drainage. Awaiting response from Worcs CC. Chased. . BD506-Worcs CC Chased 24th March 2014.

Dog poo signs on B4035- Signs are not compatible with posts hence delay by lengthsman. Wychavon emailed on 26th March 2014 to request alternatives. Stickers ordered awaiting arrival.

	Police Matters-Police Report- " Since March 1st  to date (10th April 2014), West Mercia Police have received 37 calls from residents in Aldington and Badsey. This has resulted in 9 crimes being recorded. They vary from 2 Burglaries of other buildings, three thefts of/from vehicles,1 theft from open ground and two acts of criminal damage with one theft of a pedal cycle. "South Worcestershire Safer Neighbourhood Teams ( SNT) have been experiencing an increase in reports of theft of pedal cycles. Owners are asked to take a photo of their cycle, record it's serial number and request their SNT for  a "Traceable Item" sticker to wrap around their frames. The sticker has a space for them to write their post code on and once wrapped around the tamper proof film protects it so there is a possibility if found it can be returned to it's rightful owner. There have also been a spate of theft from motor vehicles in neighbouring SNT areas, again residents are requested not to leave lap tops, Satnavs or wallets in their vehicles overnight. PG raised on behalf of PACT , the suggestion of the school children designing a poster for display around the village to help raise awareness of dog fouling.The Parish Council unanimously agreed to provide a voucher of £25 as a prize for the winning entry.

DW asked whether other ideas should be considered as a plan of action for the next stage. MC suggested that representatives from all supporting parish councils together with representatives from Wychavon Planning should be invited to attend a meeting so that questions could be put to Wychavon Planning members. Proposal to invite Judy Pearce. Cllr Jakeman suggested Ken Jennings. MC will distribute final statement including statistics for approval by all cllrs prior to action commencing. It was unanimously agreed that MC should represent Badsey PC and other Parish councils when talking to Journal and that next stage should be meeting of PC’s and Wychavon. Details to be finalised at May meeting.
