The Minutes of the Meeting of Berrow Parish Council
Held at  Berrow and Pendock Village Hall on Tuesday 9th September 2014 at 8.00pm.

14th May
1. Apologies:  Apologies were received from Cllr Rob Morgan who was away on business.
2. Declaration of Interests : Councillors were reminded that they should keep their Register of Interests up to date.  There were no personal interests declared in respect of items on the Agenda.
3. Minutes:  The minutes of the meeting held on 20th May 2014 were approved as a true record of the meeting and signed.
4. Progress Reports:

a. Berrow & Pendock Village Hall Lease:   It was reported that the lease had now been signed but until registered with the Land Registry Office it was still not binding.   The Councils were waiting for a declaration document to be signed by Miss Rosemary Philipson-Stow before the lease could be presented to the Land Registry Office.  It was hoped this was in hand.  
Pendock Parish council had agreed to a loan of £1000 interest free and repayable by 30th June 2016.  A formal document recording the loan had been signed and the money transferred.

An invoice had been received from the Church Solicitors amounting to £1,489.20 (including VAT) and it was noted that there would still be two further invoices to come after the lease had been registered.

Cllr. Mike Thomas wished it to be minuted that in his opinion the Church had been responsible for much of the delay and cost in obtaining a renewal of the lease.
b. Road Closure – Chase End Street:   Following a meeting between Cllr. Stan Morse, the Clerk, Severn Trent Water, the Contractors and Dr Greenall and his agent various repairs and ditch cleaning to Chase End Street had been agreed.  The Clerk was asked to contact Highways to ensure that they were in agreement to what repairs could be done to the roadside where it had fallen away into the ditch and a meeting had subsequently taken place between Highways and Severn Trent Water.   All remedial work has now been agreed and the Clerk is just waiting for a time scale and works list from Severn Trent.
