Open Forum
Mr Irons asked how the funding had been secured from DWH for the Village Hall, it was explained that it was a voluntary contribution given by DWH similar to donations made to projects in Honeybourne.
Report from District Councillor, Keith Wright 
Cllr Wright stated that there was little to report from WDC.  The planning application at Aldington Lodge had received no particular objection from Highways.  Comments followed raising concern about the decisions made by WCC Highways. 
A presentation from Richard Brown and his associate was made detailing the workings and benefits of having a defibrillator available in the village. He stated that the Ambulance Service was supplying free of charge 80 defibrillators throughout the West Midlands area and one would be available for Offenham.  He went on to explain that 4 hours training for 10 people would also be free of charge.  
A metal cabinet with a coded lock and a power supply would be required to keep the equipment outside but it was reported that the power usage was negligible.  Someone would be required to make a weekly check on the condition of the equipment and stock.  It was advised that the battery life is about 7 years (current replacement fee - £120), the pads cost about £20 and need replacing after one use. 
Report from County Councillor Alastair Adams
Cllr Adams advised that he and a number of members were still lobbying for a reduction in speed limits on Offenham Road.
He advised that Central Government were making 78 million pounds available for roads over the next 6 years.

He also asked if BB was still working well in the village, it was confirmed that there were currently no issues.   

Ed Brown brought up the problem with flooding on Three Cocks Lane, Cllr Adams stated that he would highlight the issue to David Lavender and would feedback to the PC.
